MINUTES OF MARCH 1, 2011 – REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 
Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag                  

The March 1, 2011 Regular Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:00 p.m.  Council members present: Dennis Overland, Roger Ekern, Hamilton Petersen, Gordon Johnson. Also present: Zoning Administrator Howard Otis, Attorney Thomas Manion, Clerk Joyce Iverson, Community Economic Development Associates (CEDA).  

AGENDA was approved as written on motion by Overland, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.  MINUTES were approved for the February 15, 2011 Regular Meeting, as corrected regarding areas of concern about rust in water, on motion by Ekern, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously.  

CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT:  None. 
ZONING BOARD:  Howard Otis said the Zoning Board started the Subdivision Ordinance review for changes on February 24th.  Campground: Harold Naber inquired about other stormwater management plans in area.  There was discussion about the ponding, native grasses and ground source heat pump at Tri-County Electric.  Attorney Manion had provided a sample assignment form which Iverson e-mailed to Nabers and Gudmundsons to be used instead of an amended application, to effectively remove Gudmundsons from responsibility for the permit. Regarding the summary of conditions requested to submit to the State, Attorney Manion again advised that the conditions remain complete.  Manion said it is not a good idea to modify by doing a summary as there could be misunderstandings later on or if a similar application is filed.  On motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously, the Council approved not making modifications to the conditions and keeping them complete.  
SWCD:  Iverson called for clarification and then emailed to Joe Magee, the December 21, 2010 Zoning Ordinance amendments and referred him to the CRV website for other zoning documents he may need.  The purpose is to be sure City and Township ordinances are in agreement and do not conflict with the County Ordinance.  Magee also asked for the CRV Comprehensive Plan as only the index was on the website.  Iverson will confirm content before sending.  
A Stormwater meeting presented by the UMN Extension was attended by Mayor Schwanke and Otis today in Rochester.  Schwanke said that the Federal and State regulations are increasing 10-fold what will need to be addressed for prevention of ground water pollution as well as run-off.  Materials required to be used in retention ponds range from blanket lining as filter to a buffer zone of vegetation, grasses, trees, etc.  Pond should be empty within 48 hours after a heavy rain and need to be designed and built correctly, sized relevant to the development, guaranteed and will require maintenance.  Conditions need to be written into a development agreement for the pond to be working properly within three years and ponds need to be monitored during construction.  Regulations are on the MPCA website, currently some are mandatory and some are optional.
COUNCIL DISCUSSION/UPDATES:  Test Well: Results are in and will be shared by Jim Kochie on Wednesday, March 2nd, before the Sewer Contract meeting.  The City and CRV Engineers have refined the contract and expanded the map.  Some issues remain but it is expected to be finalized by March 15, 2011. Johnson said monthly reporting will show both CRV and Rushford City numbers, and attachments will include past contract versions from the beginning so we know how we got to this point. Schwanke said overall discussions have been positive and Davy Engineering support has been very good.
ROAD / PUBLIC WORKS Issues: A “Picture it Painted” grant application will be completed and submitted this week for the South Rushford Park shelter, fencing and hydrants.  A letter was written to the Snowmobile Club as directed. Rock bids will be opened at 6:30 p.m. March 15, 2011. 
MIF Flood Loan Terms:  The memorandum drafted by Attorney Manion was edited for the total loan amount, a statement that it was 25% repayable, 75% forgivable and the net 10% due if paid early before monthly payments would start.  Exhibits will include the early repayment form with all numbers, including the amounts forgiven over the ten year schedule, and a statement by the business regarding jobs created.  Council agreed to content by consensus but will approve when all exhibits are attached.
Computer network and back-up: Ace Communications’ Isaac Weissenberger was here on March 21st, tuned up the computers, determined that one gig of Ram memory is needed for the billing computer, and did the backup software installation and set-up on the laptop.  The billing computer memory has arrived so he will return on March 4th to install the memory and finish the software and backup set-up. 
FINANCIAL – February 28, 2011 Estimated Balance: $33,612.05; Receipts Estimate: $7,173.50 + interest; Disbursements Estimate: $21,694.25; 
Projected March Preliminary Claims: $24,785.14;   INVESTMENTS: Clerk Iverson suggested withdrawing for the test well, the Rushford State Bank Water Fund CD that matures March 10, 2011 for $13,467.53. The next Water Fund CD matures on June 30, 2011 for just over $2,000.  The financial report and Water CD withdrawal were approved on 
motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.  
Auditor Lisa A. Hanesworth, CPA, from Engelson & Associates was here February 22-23rd and the audit appears to be going well. The Wastewater Infrastructure Fund balance (WIF) that is reported to the Public Facilities Authority annually was discussed with the Auditor because it currently does not agree with the designated fund series at the Marine Credit Union.  Consensus of the Auditor and Iverson was to recommend catching up in 2011 to what the fund report shows with the 2010 deposits, and then continue depositing the minimum required. The recommended action for the WIF MCU Series was accepted by Council consensus with actual deposits to be approved on motion when they are made.
Health Insurance Renewal for Robert and Nancy Thieret: Dennis Overland presented a chart of rates and deductibles and will provide additional information on Health Savings Accounts for the next meeting.
OTHER: Meetings noted included the following: March 2nd, Manure Value Workshop, CRV Hall; Thieret to attend Spring Water School, March 9-11, Rochester; Iverson to attend MN Clerks and Finance Officers (MCFOA), St. Cloud, March 16-19th with CEDA covering half the cost; next Tri-City Planning Subcommittee March 23rd, 6:30 p.m.; April 19th, LMCIT Loss Control-Zoning, Rochester; April 18-21, 8am-4:30 pm: Board of Appeal at Fillmore County Assessor’s Office, Preston; March 28th, 7:00 pm, Rushford Fire Department Annual Mill Rate meeting.  Overland said this is the year for contract renewal and the rates need to increase.  Vehicle costs are up due to emissions requirements that increase costs about $20,000.  He suggested the March 15th meeting be continued so all Council members can attend.
Next CRV Regular meetings are 7:00 p.m. March15th and April 5th, 2011.  The meeting adjourned at 9:07 p.m. on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.
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
