MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 7, 2010 - REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 
Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag                  
The September  7th, 2010 Regular Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 7:00 p.m.  Council members present: Dennis Overland (8:14 p.m. following Ambulance duty), Roger Ekern, Elizabeth Atkinson, Dale Schwanke.  Also present: Zoning Administrator Howard Otis, Attorney Thomas Manion, Clerk Joyce Iverson, SEMDC/Southeast Consultants. 
AGENDA was approved with additions as presented on motion by Ekern, seconded by Atkinson and carried unanimously.  
MINUTES were approved for the August 17, 2010 Regular Council meeting on motion by Schwanke, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously, with a correction regarding Phillip Kahoun putting the  pipe in (not under) the culvert for getting water to his cattle.
CITIZENS/GUESTS:  None.
ZONING:  Ordinance No.5 Sections 100 through 500 have been revised and a review copy will be provided to the Council as soon as Iverson has completed the Zoning Board edits.  Otis said Harold Naber asked about a full-time dwelling in the community building.  Discussion included how this would compare with other requests for lodging on a business property and the practice of allowing second-story lodging for owners or renters in a central business district. Attorney Manion advised being careful and designating districts first.  There were no new permits.

COUNCIL DISCUSSION/UPDATES:  Test Well: Davy Engineer Allan Scheer met with Mark Westin of the DNR in St. Paul.  A lease agreement, as required, was signed on September 3, 2010 by Mayor Johnson and Clerk Iverson and mailed with a $500 check.  The agreement was signed today by the DNR, e-mailed and mailed.  Pending a successful test well, the DNR prefers the land be purchased for a permanent well.  Cost for a long-term lease is $11,000-13,000 and requires long-term paper work. A CRV request and new timeline from Scheer was provided as required to the MN Public Facilities Authority to remain on the Intended Use Plan and Project Priority lists for 2011 funding.  Iverson also spoke with USDA Regional Director Chuck Phillips and a preliminary application was e-mailed to us.
CRV Planning Committee Meeting:  Schwanke summarized the discussion that led to the proposed zoning of the moratorium area as shown on a 36 x 42 inch map.  Before planning a public hearing, a public meeting with property owners was proposed.  The CRV Committee will then seek to schedule a joint planning meeting with the City of Rushford Committee.  Regarding zoning authority, Attorney Manion advised being consistent with the goals of the comprehensive plan for orderly development for the health and welfare of citizens and allowing due process for citizens. A public meeting for the discussion of future land use for the moratorium area was scheduled for 7:00 p.m. on Tuesday, September 28th, 2010, on motion by Schwanke, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.
(Overland present)  Temporary License for Wine Tasting by Rushford Area Chamber at Rushford Municipal Airport, September 30, 2010.  Although the CRV has no liquor ordinance, Attorney Manion said a temporary State license could be issued which requires a signature from the CRV, because the event would occur in the CRV jurisdiction.  He read from MN Statute 348A regarding the temporary license requirement for charitable organizations and that dram shot insurance is not required.  After considerable discussion, a motion was made by Atkinson, seconded by Schwanke and carried with members Atkinson, Schwanke, and Overland voting yes and Ekern voting no.
A Rushford Area Household Hazardous Waste Collection is proposed by the Fillmore County Resource Recovery Center for Tuesday, October 12, 2010 from 11:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. at the Rushford Wastewater Treatment Plant.  Both Rushford and Rushford Village are asked to publish a notice and provide two representatives to be present to unload drop-off items from people coming to the site.  The Council accepted, considering this to be a good opportunity for people.  The CRV regular Fall Clean-up is October 16, 2010 will also be open to the area.

Featherstone Fruits and Vegetables 3.5 Acre Land Lease was reviewed. There being no other inquiries, a motion to allow the automatic renewal as of October 15th was made by Ekern, seconded by Atkinson and carried unanimously.  Norton Security will be renewed on CRV laptop.
ROAD ISSUES/UPDATES: Cooperative Way – In response to the letter authorized August 17th, WHKS arranged a meeting on site with Tom Meath, MNDOT.  Mayor Johnson and Councilman Schwanke were present with WHKS Engineers Kevin Graves and Tony Engstrom. MNDOT’s Meath seemed nonchalant and was not alarmed about the issues, saying that it was still a 100 year road. Meath has seen similar conditions on State highways and said he would not do anything at this time, suggesting to wait out the 5 year warranty period and then do something.  
Brent Pember was also present. He said compaction was probably the problem where the panels went bad a second time, that there may be water under the area that was disturbed.  The five (5) year warranty will start when the CRV Council accepts the road.  Payment will also be due then for the road work balance and to WHKS.  Graves will attend the September 21, 2010 meeting with a recommendation on Cooperative Way, and also on Tower Ridge Road. Thieret keeps adding rock by flood repair site but it c keeps washing away. Options mentioned: a curb and blacktop or tar and pea rock which is somewhat less expensive.  
Scaife-Aspen Road Culvert – Minnowa Construction will call Thieret when ready to proceed.  McElmury ditch overflow:  Thieret installed garden edging at edge of road to keep water run-off off her lawn.

FINANCIAL: August 31, 2010 Balance:
$77,074.05; Receipts: $10,465.38; Disbursed: $21,314.31; Preliminary September Claims: $47,347.34 includes $3,316.45 of unspent Flood MIF Admin funds repaid to DEED. Per Auditor Leah Petroske on March 9, 2010, the $1,721.69 MIF balance will be transferred to Flood Fund #200.  Investments: CD Renewals at maturity are as follows: Rushford State Bank water #46039 for $23,218.03 on 9/8/2010 and #60679 for $14,717.38 on 9/10/2010; and Marine Credit Union Sewer #1042384-5 for $35,816.73 on 9/29/2010.  A motion to approve all finances as presented was made by Overland, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.
Flood Reporting issues are resolved and the first early repayment of a net 10% was received from Lynn Rislove Repair for $2,245.47; Curt’s Place will have one new job if the economy improves.  Winter LP quotes compared for 600 gallons:  Selectus@1.64= $984; Severson@1.599+$1 tank lease =$960.40;    Ostrander@1.52 + $36 tank lease = $948.00.  On motion by Ekern, seconded by Atkinson and carried unanimously, Clerk Iverson was authorized to negotiate for the best price, locally, if possible.

Proposed 2011 General Fund Levy and Budget was set at $360,000 to be prepared for anticipated cuts in 2011 Local Government Aid on motion by Overland, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously. Discussion and approval of the Final 2011 General Fund Levy and Budget will be at the regular meeting on December 7, 2010 at 7:30 p.m., at which time the public will be allowed to speak.
