MINUTES OF JULY 20, 2010 - REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 
Pledge to the Flag     
The July 20, 2010 Regular Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 7:00 p.m.  Council members present: Dennis Overland, Roger Ekern, Elizabeth Atkinson, Dale Schwanke. Also present: Zoning Administrator Howard Otis, Attorney Thomas Manion, Clerk Joyce Iverson, SEMDC/Southeast Consultants. 
AGENDA was approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously, with the addition of letters from the City of Rushford and Mike Davy, Davy Engineering.
MINUTES were approved for the July 6, 2010 Regular Council meeting on motion by Schwanke, seconded by Atkinson and carried unanimously, with changes on page 3 regarding the cost per light and previous discussion about the SEMDC contract, whether 24 hours per week would be enough time. Mayor Johnson informed the Council that Robert Thieret will be gone most of next week.
CITIZENS/GUESTS: None
ROADS/OTHER ISSUES: Cooperative Way – Pember Companies received the check intended for them on July 16th, postmarked July 15th, almost a month after it was mailed to Fitzgerald Excavating.  No further word from WHKS Engineers on either Cooperative Way or Tower Ridge Road. Schwanke said the Saturday night rain (1.25”) washed on the inside of the guard rail and it may need a curb, otherwise rock will keep washing out.  Brush Mower comments: after use the roadside brush looks torn up and it all ends up in the ditch.  Park Mowing: Thieret lowered the mower an inch and it looked pretty good.  He was going to have Steve Spaag help with trimming. A citizen asked about the meaning of Siren Blasts. Overland had checked with Fire Chief Dave Lombard who said they are only doing three (3) short blasts which is a “Take Cover Warning”.
RUSHFORD CITY LETTER – JOINT PLANNING: Mayor Johnson and Schwanke attended the Rushford City Council meeting, July 12, 2010 regarding the Sexauer land purchase being considered by the City of Rushford.  Johnson thanked Schwanke for making a very positive presentation.  In the spirit of proposing a joint project as previously intended, a suggestion was made to consider joint planning. The letter from Administrator Block reflected the Rushford City Council’s acceptance of this suggestion by adopting a motion for such future joint planning to begin sooner rather than later.  The Rushford Village Council accepted this letter as an opportunity for a joint outlook in planning for future growth for the benefit of the collective community, including Peterson, should they choose to participate. Attorney Manion provided Minnesota Statute language for comprehensive planning content and provisions for intergovernmental cooperation.  The Council was in agreement that the Zoning Board should be involved in the process and a motion was made by Overland, seconded by Atkinson and carried unanimously, for Howard Otis and one other Zoning Board Member to form a Rushford Village Planning Committee with Council Members Ekern and Schwanke to meet separately first.  Clerk Iverson will draft a response letter to the City of Rushford.
ZONING:  Otis reported that the Zoning Board has now gotten through Zoning Ordinance #5 for amendments /revisions which will now be incorporated into drafts by Clerk Iverson for further review by the Zoning Board and Council.  New member Jim Wasnales attended the Zoning meeting today. 
Resolution and Interim Zoning Ordinance-Moratorium: The language in the resolution and proposed Ordinance was found to follow the intent of the Zoning Board and the motion as stated by Council Member Overland, intending that the moratorium should affect all existing businesses as well as new. Attorney Manion said if existing businesses were excluded, any construction that did not fit the future plan would continue as a non-conforming use.  A motion was made by Overland, seconded by Atkinson and carried unanimously, to adopt the Interim Zoning Ordinance-Moratorium, to be in effect until December 31, 2010, unless otherwise terminated, extended, or replaced.
Re: Hanger building planned for the Rushford Airport with 95% Federal funding, Otis was told that you can’t charge for permits when the Federal Government is involved.  Attorney Manion did not know of any statute that states this.  The Council consensus was to base the permit fee on the total cost.
ANIMAL CONTROL: The Ordinance and Contract were discussed in March but Clerk Iverson did not find a record of approval by motions.  The contract is now signed by Robert P. Brand. A motion was made by Atkinson, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously to approve the Ordinance and Contract. (Upon re-examination of minutes, approval motions were found on April 6, 2010.)  $66.00 was collected from the owner of the lost dog picked up by Thieret on July 6, 2010 and kept by Thieret during the absence of the Animal Control Contractor.  A motion was made by Overland, seconded by Schwanke and carried unanimously, to pay Robert Thieret the $66.00 collected.
MIKE DAVY – RADIUM COMPLIANCE:  Schwanke said four additional wells were tested and a chart compares the projected costs of all the options.  Davy recommended the reservoir site as the best location for a second well for blending.  A test well is essential and he laid out the steps necessary to proceed, the first being to contact the MN Department of Health about the options and review the compliance schedule because we cannot meet the current deadlines. Johnson wondered if there is a possibility on the South Rushford Park site because of the steep road to the reservoir site.  Davy will be asked to the August 3, 2010 Council meeting.
GARBAGE SERVICE:  A letter was mailed on July 14, 2010.  No response has been received. 
STREETLIGHTS - Woodland Heights: Mayor Johnson reported that the MNDOT right-of-way on Highway 43 is 125 feet.  Break-away poles at additional cost would be required to put the lights closer to the highway.  Johnson had suggested a survey of the neighborhood and read a draft survey letter provided by Iverson.  The survey was approved by Council consensus.
ORDINANCE No. 9 – Council Compensation:  The Ordinance was rewritten as amended previously and with the increased Mayor and Council rate changes to be effective in January 2011, after the 2010 election.  The changes included ten (10) hours per month for the Mayor, all hours to be documented if the Mayor requests compensation for more than ten (10) hours in a month.  Ordinance No. 9 as amended was adopted as written on motion by Overland, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.
2010 ELECTION JUDGES: A slate of eight judges, with Judy Graham as head judge, was approved as presented in the attached letter on motion by Schwanke, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously, with the option to add Council members or others to fill in as needed.  Election Judge Training will be conducted by the Fillmore County Auditor’s office on Tuesday, July 27, 2010 at 3:00 p.m. at the Rushford Village Hall.  Peterson City and Arendahl Township will be sharing our polling place. 
FINANCIAL:  Projected Final July claims: $57,187.40; $21,972.00 was received in Local  Government Aid which is half the amount of $43,944 that was projected after the first 2010 LGA reductions. A motion to accept the Financial report as presented was made by Schwanke, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.  An amendment to the SEMDC/SCI contract reflected the additional half day approved as of July 1, 2010 for a monthly total of $3,744.00.  The current annual contract offer by Selectus Energy is at $1.54/gallon for a total of $770 for 500 gallons.  The Council asked Iverson to get an additional quote(s).  Iverson asked about getting a fan to move air in the office for less demand on the air conditioning.  By consensus, the Council authorized a purchase at Rushford Hardware.
INVESTMENTS – July Renewals following discussion: A motion was made by Schwanke, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously, to renew the PFA CD at Marine Credit Union at 1.8% vs. 1.55 % with the addition of $1000 for a total of $2,934.44, and due to very low rates, the Associated Bank-Sewer CD for $13,989.10 and General Fund Equip CD for $16,052.70 were approved for transfer to the Rushford State Bank at 2 % interest.  Noted: $250,000 per depositor is covered until 2014.
OTHER UPDATES / Communications: Iverson spoke again to Glen Palecek, new landowner of 26 acres in CRV to the northeast and 26 acres in Rushford City, and referred him to the DNR/State statutes regarding hunting.  When asked, Palecek said it will not be hunting for hire and no one will be staying on the land as he has a house in Rushford.  He has the land posted and also contacted Mayor Johnson about access through Johnson’s property.  Ken Bakkum contacted Ekern again regarding a bill received from his attorney, Terry Chiglo.  Attorney Manion said he has been getting letters about bi-monthly. Schwanke and Otis are viewing the land regularly after rains and have not observed problems.
Use of CRV Hall/Community Center at no charge: Myron Bunke is organizing another threshing bee.  The Rushford Festivities-Homecoming committee asked about a Monday in August.  State primary Election: August 10, 2010; General Election: November 2, 2010.  CRV Filing is August 3-17, 2010 for two 4-year Council terms and the 2-year Mayor’s term.   Flood Loan Status:
 Letters are pending for business flood loan recipients in consultation with Overland and Schwanke.
