MINUTES OF AUGUST 17, 2010 - REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 
Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag                  
The August 17, 2010 Regular Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 7:00 p.m.  Council members present: Dennis Overland, Roger Ekern, Dale Schwanke. Absent: Elizabeth Atkinson. Also present: Zoning Administrator Howard Otis, Clerk Joyce Iverson, SEMDC/Southeast Consultants. 
AGENDA was approved with the addition of a concept plan for the moratorium area under zoning, on motion by Ekern, seconded by Schwanke and carried unanimously.  
MINUTES were approved for the August 3, 2010 Regular Council meeting on motion by Schwanke, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.  
CITIZENS/GUESTS:  None.
ROADS/OTHER ISSUES: Scaife-Aspen Road Culvert – Thieret received three quotes as follows for replacing the box culvert with one recently purchased from Fillmore County. Minnowa Construction: $15,120.00, VanGundy Excavating: $18,850.00, and GenerationX Construction: $24,068.00.  A motion to accept the low quote of $15,120.00 from Minnowa Construction was made by Overland, seconded by Schwanke and carried unanimously.  Reasons for doing this project now although it was not budgeted are the hazard of the narrow road width in relation to the amount of traffic, the reasonable cost of $2,500.00 for the used culvert, and the quoted cost of doing the work at this time.  Council consensus was to still replace the Ekern cattlepass and other nearby culvert as previously approved.  
Cooperative Way – Mayor Johnson called this the next priority and his suggested action was approved on motion by Ekern, seconded by Schwanke and carried unanimously as follows: to send a letter to Vice President Rick Engstrom requesting a report by September 1, 2010, of the problem(s) and solution(s) for Cooperative Way or the City Council will hire another Engineering firm to determine the problem(s) and solution(s) and bill WHKS for that additional cost.  Kevin Graves will also be e-mailed for a status report on Tower Ridge Road as no word on a solution acceptable to FEMA has been received since the meeting in June 2010 between Thieret and another WHKS Engineer.  McElmury ditch overflow:  Thieret had met with Mrs. McElmury after the last meeting.  It was determined that a meeting of Council members with Thieret should take place on site.  Kahoun pipe for water to cattle:  Overland had spoken with Philip who said he will put it in the culvert.  Park Mowing: A contract agreement with Duane Koenen was approved on motion by Schwanke, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.  Thank you’s will be mailed to those who provided quotes.
ZONING:  Otis said the Zoning Board discussed the moratorium today and recommended the area between Highways 16 and 30 to be zoned Commercial-Industrial and to allow no additional dwellings in that area.  A concept plan for the area was discussed also, as discussed by the Planning Committee last Thursday.  Schwanke suggested getting a good map for the committee to draw out their ideas before incurring additional cost by hiring someone to do a concept plan.  The Zoning Board suggested a meeting with the land owners should take place as soon as possible and also suggested that a suitable name be given to the area.  Johnson suggested there be an overlay for a water system as well.  New Permit:  Bob Stoltman inquired about a storage building behind their home in Woodland Heights.

OTHER COUNCIL DISCUSSION:  New Well potential: Clerk Iverson checked on the MN PFA Intended Use Plan and Project Priority lists for funding, and found that CRV was on the 2010 list but was dropped from the proposed 2011 list so she contacted the PFA.  Contact Anita Gallentine said this was a good time to raise the question and she is checking on it.
The CRV Planning Committee’s meeting minutes were reviewed with their Vision and Mission.  A letter was approved to the Rushford City Council to include the Planning Committee’s Vision and Mission, asking for a committee level meeting as soon as possible and a joint Councils meeting as soon as appropriate when the joint committee has reached some consensus for moving forward.  The letter also included the CRV intent for a test well while wanting to keep the option open to purchase water from the City of Rushford. 
FINANCIAL: Projected Final August claims: $22,430.19 were approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.  A Preliminary 2011 Budget was provided for which action will be needed on September 7, 2010.  As required by law, a motion was made by Overland, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously to set discussion and approval of the Final 2011 Budget and Levy for the regular meeting on December 7, 2010 at 7:30 p.m., at which time the public will be allowed to speak.  Winter LP heating fuel: a quote was not yet received from Severson Oil; Iverson will also contact Farmers Elevator in Ostrander. 
OTHER UPDATES / Communications: General Election: November 2, 2010.  Two people filed for Rushford Village offices: Dale Schwanke for the 2-year Mayor’s term and Hamilton Petersen for one of the two 4-year Council terms.   Flood Loans:  Follow-up is needed on some of the projects. The Featherstone lease of CRV land will be reviewed in September. 
Future Meeting Changes:  At Iverson’s request due to her daughter’s wedding on October 2nd, the October meetings were rescheduled to the 12th and 26th, and due to the General Election on November 2nd, 2010, the November meetings were rescheduled to the 9th & 23rd, on motion by Overland, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.
NEXT REGULAR Meetings: Tuesdays, 7:00 p.m., September 7th and 21st, 2010.  Next Zoning meetings: Tuesdays, 7:00 a.m., September 7th and 21st, 2010 at Judy’s Country Kitchen, Peterson.  The CRV Planning Committee will meet again on August 26, 2010.  Meeting adjourned at 8:40 p.m. on motion by Schwanke, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.
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
