MINUTES OF JUNE 15, 2010 - REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 
Pledge to the Flag     
The June 15, 2010 Regular Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 7:00 p.m.  Council members present: Dennis Overland, Roger Ekern, Elizabeth Atkinson, Dale Schwanke. Also present: Zoning Administrator Howard Otis, Attorney Thomas Manion, Clerk Joyce Iverson, SEMDC/Southeast Consultants. 
AGENDA was approved on motion by Atkinson, seconded by Schwanke and carried unanimously.  
MINUTES were approved on motion by Schwanke, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously for the June 1, 2010 Regular Council meeting as written, and the June 8, 2010 Special meeting and Public Hearing minutes as clarified.
CITIZENS/GUESTS: None
COOPERATIVE WAY:  Mayor Johnson walked the road again and noted that of a total of 108 panels, 49-50 were repaired in part or replaced, almost 50% of the road.  Consensus of the Council was that this is much too high a rate of failure.  The quantity of concrete that was judged defective by WHKS Engineers was 5%.  The Minnesota Concrete Association was supposed to have been here to inspect the road but we have received no feedback yet. 
CAMPGROUND CONDITIONAL USE CONDITIONS & FINDINGS: Attorney Manion suggested changes to Clerk Iverson’s draft and added findings as discussed regarding the Variance that was granted for the 30,000 LP tank as an unoccupied structure.  Discussion included potential effects on adjacent properties, the need to ensure the conditions are followed and to have CRV Engineer(s) review the project in process.  Survey marks should be made before the campground development starts.  The Campground Conditional Use Conditions and Findings, with the Variance Findings, were approved on motion by Schwanke, seconded by Atkinson and carried unanimously.
ZONING:  Howard Otis reported that the Zoning Board is half-way through review of Zoning Ordinance #5 Subdivision 1500.  A timeline was suggested for completing the Zoning amendments this year.  A permit was issued to Ruth Cranley for a pole shed. 

PARK MOWING:  Quote forms were given or mailed to five interested parties.  Schwanke and Ekern were appointed to review the quotes after the due date of June 22, 2010. 
FINANCIAL: Final June Claims were projected to be $74,000.00 which includes Milestone Materials, the balance payable to Fitzgerald Excavating for Pember Companies, and the MN Clerks and Finance Association annual membership. A motion to approve the June claims was made by Schwanke, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.  The Investment committee was entrusted with renewals of CD’s maturing in June.  Selectus Energy will be consulted re: current fuel rates.
OTHER: Graham and Iverson attended Election Training June 14th in Preston; August 10th is the State Primary Election.  CRV filing is August 3-17, 2010.
