MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 23, 2010 - REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 
Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag                  
The November 23, 2010 Regular Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 7:00 p.m.  Council members present: Dennis Overland, Roger Ekern, Elizabeth Atkinson, Dale Schwanke. Also present: Zoning Administrator Howard Otis, Attorney Thomas Manion (7:25 p.m.), Clerk Joyce Iverson, SEMDC/Southeast Consultants. 
Regular meeting was closed at 7:01.p.m. on motion by Schwanke, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously, to have a privileged conversation with Attorney Jason Kuboushek regarding the mediation attended by Mayor Johnson and Councilmember Schwanke with Attorney Mark Rossow on November 10, 2010 which started at 9:00 a.m. and ended at 4:00 p.m.  The closed meeting was closed and the regular meeting reopened at 7:18 p.m. on motion by Schwanke, seconded by Atkinson and carried unanimously.
  The resulting Memorandum of Agreement stated that 1) Defendants (CRV) will pay to Plaintiffs (Greenslades) $75,000.00 in full settlement of all claims and Defendents waive court awarded fee of $2,293.15;  2) Settlement is subject to approval by Defendant City Council, November 23, 2010;  3) Defendant will pay cost of mediator; and, 4) Plaintiffs will execute the appropriate releases and dismissals.  Following additional discussion, a motion was made by Ekern, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously, to accept the mediation agreement as presented and outlined above.
AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Ekern, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.  MINUTES were approved for the November 9, 2010 Regular Meeting as written on motion by Schwanke, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.  
CITIZENS/GUESTS: None. 
ROAD ISSUES/UPDATES:  Cooperative Way:  The closing documents were received as signed by the Contractor, Jason Fitzgerald of Fitzgerald Excavating & Trucking, Inc., and by the Sub-Contractor, Brent Pember of Pember Companies, Inc.  The documents were signed by Mayor Johnson and Clerk Iverson but checks will need to be held until receipt of the November settlement from Fillmore County.  
Tower Ridge Road Trench drain was completed by Hi-Tech Excavating with Thieret working with them and acquiring the additional rock needed.  Thieret has contacted WHKS for the final inspection. 

ZONING: The Zoning Board and Clerk have continued review of the Zoning Ordinance sections that apply to the Moratorium area as discussed at the October 28th, 2010 public hearing.  Next steps include a review with Attorney Manion and a public hearing on these sections.  A motion was made by Overland, seconded by Atkinson and carried unanimously, to hold the public hearing on Tuesday, December 21, 2010 at 7:30 p.m.  A permit was issued to Ruth Cranley for a pole barn addition.  No updates were received on campground status.  A Tri-City Planning meeting is scheduled at 6:30 p.m. on Wednesday, December 1, 2010; the CRV Planning Committee will meet on Tuesday, November 30, 2010 

COUNCIL DISCUSSION/UPDATES: Test Well: A proposal was presented for Thein Well of Rochester to install a monitoring/test well for a cost not to exceed $8,493.00.  Johnson and Schwanke had consulted with Mike Davy and said this option has the least financial risk.  A motion to approve the Thein Well proposal as presented was made by Atkinson, seconded by Schwanke and carried unanimously.  Thieret cleared trees as requested by Davy for the drilling to occur in early December.  Sewer Rates are pending discussions between Mike Davy and Rushford City Engineer John Stewart, BDM.  A Water rate increase may also be needed.  A MPCA notice was received for a public comment period until December 17, 2010 regarding the City of Rushford WWT improvements with no expansion capacity and no environmental review required.        

2011 Legal services: Attorney Manion is proposing no hourly increase and a not-to exceed amount for Council meetings.  Park Mowing: Duane Koenen is willing to continue in 2011 at the 2010 rate.
FINANCIAL: Projected Final November Claims: $80,612.97 includes final Cooperative Way and Tower Ridge Road Trench Drain payments which need to be held until the November settlement is received in early December. Investments as approved on November 9, 2010: Rushford State Bank Water CD for $52,743.10 was renewed at 1.3%; Two Marine Credit Union-PFA CD’s are being combined, increased by $2,000.00, and extended to 18 months at a rate of 1.45%.  A motion was made by Overland, seconded by Schwanke and carried unanimously, to accept the financial report as presented.
OTHER:  The 2011 Final Budget and Levy will be discussed on December 7, 2010 at 7:30 p.m. The preliminary budget as approved in September set the General Fund Levy at $360,000.  SEMDC 2011 Contract is proposed at $45,602.00 for 3.5 days and a performance appraisal is requested.   On motion by Overland, seconded by Schwanke and carried unanimously, a preliminary total of $4,055 in overdue bills as presented was approved as a list to be certified to Fillmore County by November 25, 2010.  Ekern will contact Curt Courrier to remove and replace flags as needed on the Root River bridges.
Other dates presented and discussed: December 11th, 7:00 pm Associated Bank Parade of Lights and   

January 31, 2011, SEMLM Annual Meeting in Rochester.  Oaths of office for newly elected officials are planned for December 21, 2010 to be qualified to assume offices on January 1, 2011.
NEXT REGULAR Meetings: Tuesdays, 7:00 p.m., December 7th and 21st, 2010 and the Annual Meeting on January 4, 2011, to be continued as needed.  Meeting adjourned at 8:44 p.m. on motion by Schwanke, seconded by Atkinson and carried unanimously.
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
