MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 15, 2011 – REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 
Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag                  

The February 15, 2011 Regular Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:00 p.m.  Council members present: Dennis Overland, Roger Ekern, Hamilton Petersen, Gordon Johnson. Also present: Zoning Administrator Howard Otis, Attorney Thomas Manion, Clerk Joyce Iverson, Community Economic Development Associates (CEDA, formerly SEMDC).  

AGENDA was approved as written on motion by Overland, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously.  MINUTES were approved for the February 1, 2011 Regular Meeting, as corrected regarding areas of concern about rust in water, on motion by Johnson, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.  

CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT:  None. 
ZONING ACTIVITY / FEES:  Following the Zoning Board meeting on February 10th, and with a few additional edits, the 2011 Zoning Activity Fees and the revised Subdivision Checklist were approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously. Discussion of changes to the application included: renaming it as “Zoning/Land Use Permit, items to check regarding the type of permit, the $7.50 per 100 sq.ft. of floor space, $30 minimum, and completion in one year.
Campground: Mayor Schwanke, Howard Otis, Robert Thieret, and Joyce Iverson met with Harold Naber this morning.  He provided a copy of the deed per closing on the land and a new certificate of survey that showed the property purchased is slightly farther to the East and North. They are getting documents together to submit to the State, e.g., septic systems, stormwater, electricity, etc.  He asked if the driveway could be put in before all approvals that are needed to finalize the permit.  The culvert is here and Otis said a 24 foot driveway is included in the permit so those present were in agreement and the Council concurred that the driveway could be put in as soon as weather permits. Access is to be by City Park Road with the Highway 16 access only for emergency exit or for campers to access the trail.  Thieret stated that he does not want the driveway past the maintenance facilities to be used as a public road due to potential hazards when operating machinery and suggested signing it as a private road.  
Naber also asked that the Gudmundsons be removed from the conditional use application and permit and that the conditions be summarized in order to submit a shorter form to the State (he provided a copy from Fillmore County).  Attorney Manion suggested an assignment form rather than an amended application and he will provide a sample.  Regarding the summary, he cautioned against a summary that could dilute the conditions. About three weeks were estimated for completing the paperwork and a review by the CRV engineers.  
SWCD: A Fillmore County Board resolution was received with a request for existing water and related land resources plans and official controls within 90 days.  There was consensus that applicable zoning sections are all we would have.  Otis and Zoning Board member Jim Wasnalas attended a Stormwater meeting in Rochester on February 10, 2011.  Otis said the instructor would provide instruction locally for ponding / volume control.  Another Stormwater meeting on March 1st is being considered by Mayor Schwanke and Otis.  
PAY RATES & FEES:  There being no additional changes, the 2011 Pay Rates and Fees were approved on motion by Ekern, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  Health Insurance deductible will be reviewed in March when health insurance rates change on renewal.
COUNCIL DISCUSSION/UPDATES:  Test Well: There was no new information.  Radium Test Results: MPCA’s Paul Halverson said the results fluctuate but not enough to be significant or change the requirements in place to address the levels.  Sewer Contract: The engineers are working on revisions and the next meeting of the CRV, City and Engineers will be Monday, February 21, 2011 
ROAD / PUBLIC WORKS Issues: A “Picture it Painted” grant application is in process for the South Rushford Park shelter and hydrants.  Thieret reported the Snowmobile Club grooming machine dropping snow on roads which is prohibited and presents a hazard.  He also said the snowmobiles drive on Magelssen Drive vs the ditch which causes the road to be especially packed and slippery, even for plowing equipment.  A letter will be written to the Snowmobile Club asking them to address these items.  
Rock bids are being requested by March 15, 2011 for up to 3,000 cubic yards spread by June 15, 2011. Regarding extra rock requested as discussed with Thieret on February 1st, Attorney Manion saw no problem with charging for extra rock that would be beyond normal service, not for the general public.
MIF Flood Loan Terms:  Attorney Manion drafted a memorandum which was reviewed and changes were suggested which Attorney Manion will incorporate to finalize at the March 1st regular meeting.
Computer network and back-up:  Ace Communications will arrange a time 
to do the work requested as soon as possible. 
FINANCIAL – Projected Final February Claims: $24,835.46.  INVESTMENTS: Marine Credit Union-PFA CD for $10,694.18 maturing on February 14, 2011 can renew at 1.2% for 12 months or 1.45% for 18 months. The Financials were accepted on motion by Overland, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously, including approval of the MCU-PFA CD renewal for 18 months.  Engelson & Associates Auditor will be here February 22-23, 2011. Still pending: clarification of Cooperative Way Construction balance of $ 57,664.17, FEMA final payment request. 
OTHER: Meetings noted included the following: February 17th, SWCD free Nitrate testing, CRV Hall; March 2nd, Manure Value Workshop, CRV Hall; Thieret to attend Spring Water School, March 9-11, Rochester; Iverson to attend MN Clerks and Finance Officers (MCFOA), St. Cloud, March 16-19th with CEDA covering half the cost; next Tri-City Planning Subcommittee March 23rd, 6:30 p.m.; April 19th, LMCIT Loss Control-Zoning, Rochester; April 18-21, 8am-4:30 pm: Board of Appeal at Fillmore County Assessor’s Office, Preston.  Howard Otis brought his shredder; the phone will be replaced soon.  Community Center Rental Form will be revised.

Next CRV Regular meetings are 7:00 p.m. March 1st and 15th, 2011.  The meeting adjourned at 10:10 p.m. on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.
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
