MINUTES OF DECEMBER 21, 2010 - REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 
Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag                  
The December 21, 2010 Regular Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 7:00 p.m.  Council members present: Dennis Overland, Roger Ekern (7:25), Dale Schwanke. Absent: Elizabeth Atkinson.  Also present: Zoning Administrator Howard Otis, Zoning Board Members Darrell Erickson and Glen Kopperud, Attorney Thomas Manion, Clerk Joyce Iverson, SEMDC/Southeast Consultants. 
AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Schwanke and carried unanimously.  MINUTES were approved for the December 7, 2010 Regular Meeting as written on motion by Overland, seconded by Schwanke and carried unanimously.  
CITIZENS/GUESTS: Newly elected Council Member Hamilton Petersen.
ZONING: Howard Otis reported no new permits and no additional update on the campground status. The next Tri-City Planning meeting has not yet been scheduled.  Schwanke said at the last meeting on December 1, 2010, they planned next to look at each city’s zoning maps together, to discuss what makes sense and what accommodations can be made.  A concept plan may be part of the discussion, e.g., as for the Sexauer property.  Mayor Johnson said this started as a planning project for land use in regards to the moratorium area because this area was identified as one of the more important areas and possible to serve with municipal sewer and/or water services.  Schwanke said the meetings were begun in the spirit of encouraging cooperation and collaboration; that we need to find ways to provide services at less cost given the financial difficulties at the State and Federal levels.  Copies of meeting notes were requested for all participating city councils.
ROAD ISSUES / UPDATES: Tower Ridge Road – WHKS completed the inspection of the Trench Drain installation; the guardrail Amendment from FEMA was received, signed and returned.  Remaining for FEMA: to apply for final closeout and remaining funds due.

PUBLIC HEARING: At 7:30 p.m., on motion by Ekern, seconded by Schwanke and carried unanimously, the Regular Meeting was closed and the Public Hearing was opened to consider the Zoning Ordinance Amended Sections (100-600, 1100, 1200, 1300) that affect the Moratorium Area.  The sections noted above were reviewed with some edits being made.  The quarter-quarter rule effective in the Protected-Agriculture and Agriculture/Residential Districts was clarified as not applicable once a subdivision has been authorized by rezoning.  At 9:05 p.m., on motion by Schwanke, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously, the Public Hearing was closed and the Regular Meeting was re-opened. 
On motion by Schwanke, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously, the Moratorium Area Rezoning was approved as determined at the Public Hearing held on November 28, 2010 and as reflected in the Amended Zoning Ordinance Sections considered at the Public Hearing held on this December 21, 2010. 
Resolution 2010-12-21 was approved on motion by Schwanke, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously for 1) approval of the proposed  City of Rushford Village amended zoning and subdivision ordinance, with changes approved following the aforesaid public hearing and during the open regular City Council meeting that followed, and, 2) directing the City Attorney and City Clerk to draft a proposed title and summary of the aforesaid amendment to the zoning ordinance and subdivision regulations, for presentment to the next regular meeting of the City Council of the City Rushford Village, for approval and order for publication thereof.  The Zoning Map with District name changes will be published after the remaining Ordinance #5 amendments being considered are approved. 

COUNCIL DISCUSSION / UPDATES: Harter’s Trash & Recycling General Manager Robert Talley has been faxing reports of garbage not out each Wednesday.  Barry Johnson sent a statement of costs to replace his mailbox that was damaged and repaired three times previously. Talley authorized the requested payment to Johnson.  
Test Well: test well is proceeding with drilling - no reports on progress have been received yet.  2011 rates of pay and fees were reviewed preliminarily as presented.  Methods of bill payment include a resident authorizing automatic payments from their bank which payments come in the form of a check.  Rushford Village would have to pay monthly charges if the CRV requested and originated automatic payments.  Clerk Iverson will check with a bank, call the resident who inquired, and print instructions in the newsletter. 

Engelson & Associates, Ltd proposal for the 2010 audit for a maximum fee estimated to be approximately $3300
 ($3200 for 2009) was approved on 
motion by Overland, seconded by Schwanke and carried unanimously.

FINANCIAL: On 
motion by Overland, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously, Projected Final December Claims of $31,886.90 were approved plus the Worker’s Insurance Deposit of $3397, and Investment CD renewals were approved as follows: #1042461 MCU-PFA on 12/31/10 of $2030.97 to be combined with the 01-16-11 MCU-PFA of $1936.81, and purchase of investments to increase existing CD’s at next maturity for Water at $2000 and General Fund Equipment at $13,000 as determined by the Finance Committee.        

Final Overdue Bills were certified to the Fillmore County Assessor for collection with taxes in the amount of $2621.32 (reduced to $2198.31 for payments at bank) on 
motion by Schwanke, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.  So. MN Initiative Foundation request for $100 minimum investment membership was approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Schwanke and carried unanimously in order to remain in the loop for other funding opportunities.
OTHER: January 2011 Newsletter draft was reviewed and approved by consensus with some additions.  Oaths of Office for 2011 were administered and taken by the following persons elected for the terms indicated: by Dale Schwanke for Mayor (January 1, 2011 – December 31, 2012), by Hamilton Petersen for Council Member (January 1, 2011 – December 31, 2014), and by Gordon Johnson for Council Member (January 1, 2011 – December 31, 2014).
NEXT REGULAR Meetings: Tuesdays, 7:00 p.m., Annual Meeting on January 4, 2011, to be continued as needed, and January 18, 2011.  Attorney Manion said a published notice is not required for the January 4th meeting.  Meeting adjourned at 9:50 p.m. on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.
