MINUTES OF MARCH 20, 2012 – REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 

(Continued to March 27th with Public Hearing)
Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         
The March 20, 2012 Regular Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:00 p.m. with Council members present: Roger Ekern, Gordon Johnson; Absent: Dennis Overland, Hamilton Petersen.   Also present: Public Works-Maintenance Director Robert Thieret (7:30), continuing Zoning Administrator Howard Otis, Zoning Board Members Glen Kopperud, Bruce Hovland, Darrell Erickson, Jim Wasnalas (Absent: Jon Pettit), Attorney Thomas Manion, Accounting Officer Joyce Iverson, Community & Economic Development Associates (CEDA).  
AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Johnson, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.  MINUTES for the March 6, 2012 Regular Meeting were approved as corrected on motion by Johnson, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.  
CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT:  Debbie Wasnalas, Steve and Peggy Redalen, Kirsten Zoellner, Jim Kochie, Mike Torgerson, Jack Hedin.  Redalens and Zoellner were present regarding an inquiry made last fall (referred to as an application which was incomplete) about building a home on 17+ acres next to the existing White Tail Run Subdivision.  A subdivision moratorium was in place at the time (until April 30, 2012) and access through the subdivision was in question. Mayor Schwanke and Johnson said the issue was about subdividing the acreage; Steve Redalen had provided a survey and said he may want to carve out 2.5 acres which would be a subdivision by definition in Rushford Village. Schwanke also said a subdivision by current ordinance requires connection to a blacktop or concrete roadway.  Redalen said he had also asked about a site in Section 2 where there was a home site and well and asked that the Council consider only what was written in the application.  The Zoning Board was satisfied that the single home met the quarter/quarter rule and was okay with a single access as long as they do not subdivide. 
MN Department of Health meter requirements in the pumphouse for Well #1 and Well #2:  Kochie suggested to keep the old and add one new meter, if two meters are needed.  Thieret said if only one well is running at a time, he prefers the mag vs. propeller meter and that fewer machines are better, i.e., less potential for problems.  Thieret’s recommendation was approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.  Drinking Water Revolving Fund (DWRF) Loan: Kochie said the total in the application was $355,814 with the Archeological Survey and the amount can be reduced later depending on bids and other funds available.  He identified the documents that required approved signatures and motions were made as follows: #1)  Resolution to apply for $355,814 or as bid was approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously;  #2) Compliance with Federal and State Laws, Rules, and Regulations (Davis Bacon) was approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously;  #3) Re: Disadvantaged Businesses was approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously; and #4) For EPA Financial Assistance was approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.  Schwanke said Iverson had attended the Prevailing Wage training.  Kochie said Rushford Village did not qualify for the special $10,000 matching grant because CRV is applying for the DWRF Loan.
ROAD / BRIDGE ISSUES – 2012 ROCK BIDS: Two Bids were received as follows. Bruening Rock: $10.36/cu.yd. delivered and spread, $8.55/cu.yd. when picked up at the pile; Milestone Materials: $10.75/cu.yd. delivered and spread, $7.50/cu.yd. when picked up at the pile.  2012 Rock bids were accepted at $10.36/cu.yd. delivered and spread by Bruening, and at $7.50/cu.yd. when picked up at the pile with Milestone Materials on motion by Johnson, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.  As part of the quote, Torgerson said residents ordering rock at the same time will be billed directly by the company but at a slightly higher rate. Jim Wasnalas asked about of dust control material spreading after vs. before rock is delivered and was referred to Thieret and Chuck’s Feed and Grain for the timing.  
2012 Blacktop: Thieret said there is one street left to blacktop in South Rushford.  He said Ken Rislov has asked to combine two smaller driveways at their new home on Goodrich Street. Thieret said the water should be directed west to Highway 43 and then Rislov’s would not need a culvert.  Johnson and Schwanke spoke to the need for a plan with elevations and asked Thieret to estimate costs prior to this change, considering other water flow problems in South Rushford.  Cooperative Way Parking for safety by Root River Trail users: Thieret was directed to prepare for at least four spaces on the street right-of-way on motion by Johnson, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.  Another water standing problem to fix remains next to Curt’s Place and Wilton Bunke’s but discussion followed that we need to generally hold down costs until a reimbursement is received from FEMA; final paperwork was submitted in September 2011.
New Temporary Maintenance Employees: Thieret’s requests to hire Bill Hovell to replace defective water meters while Hovell will also shadow Thieret as part of training for his Water Operators license, and Zachary Reusch as a temporary summer assistant, were approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.   It was noted that Steven Spaag will continue as an assistant but is currently recovering from a non-CRV related injury.  South Rushford Park Shelter Improvement:  Thieret estimated $1100 to include a simple fence at the southern boundary and was asked to provide a plan with firmer cost quotes.
FINANCIAL – February 29, 2012 Balance per Bank: $178,449.71; Receipts-Feb: $51,620.36 (with MIF-ED-RLF $43,052.93); Disbursed-Feb: $56,771.88 (Posting pending until audit is final and 2011 finances are closed out). Projected Final March Claims: $32,628.02.  The Financial Report was approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously. The USTI Billing System was installed on the existing desktop computer in lieu of purchasing a new server.  The USTI system continues to present problems with data entry and functionality surprises.  The Ace Cloud server would not have worked for the billing program.  Overland is working on meeting technology solutions.
Held to next meeting: INVESTMENT renewals for March 30, 2012 and April 7, 2012 at Rushford State Bank, the Pay Rates and Fees with Thieret’s insurance benefit level, and SEWER / WATER ISSUES. 
ZONING: Discussion of Zoning Ordinance #5 Subdivision 605 Ag-Farm Worker Housing amendment included clear marking for each occupied housing structure for Emergency Services, to look at the overall effect of the housing developed, and that more specific conditions may be attached to the Interim Use Permit (IUP).  Hedin understood the conditions were substantially as discussed by the Zoning Board.  A public hearing, subject to receipt of the Featherstone IUP application, was approved for April 11, 2012 at 7:30 p.m. on motion by Johnson, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.

Hedin also was agreeable to relocating the old Emergency siren to one of his buildings with an agreement and for siren testing to occur regularly at noon.  New Permits/Inquiries: Otis reported on 1) a garage addition to the East of the former Lillie Erickson house; and, 2) Farmers Elevator permit fee for dryer and storage bin at $7.50/sq.ft.  Iverson said, in a call to MNDot, she was told the District Planner may require a development study for the 2nd access being requested.  Council consensus was that the 2nd access and the fill for parking to the west on land yet to be purchased needed to be MNDot and DNR approvals, that CRV can only approve permits for the structures.  Other: there was no further communication from Powells.
ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Due to a requirement that notice be published for two consecutive weeks, the public hearing for the CRV Enabling Resolution, Business Subsidy Criteria, and Revolving Loan Fund (RLF) Guidelines was postponed and approved for April 11, 2012 at 7:30 p.m. on motion by Johnson, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.  Drafts were provided and reviewed by Manion.
OTHER Meetings /Updates: March 20-23rd, MCFOA Annual Conference, St. Cloud to be attended by Iverson;  March 26th Rushford Fire Dept Mill Rate Board Meeting; March 28th Tri-City Meeting; March 29th, 5:30 p.m., Business Retention and Expansion (BR&E) Steering Committee;  April 24th Loss Control, Rochester;  April 27-28th, MN Mayor’s Association Conference, Winona.

The March 27th continuation of the March 20, 2012 Regular Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 6:35 p.m. with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Roger Ekern, Hamilton Petersen, Gordon Johnson.  Also present: continuing Zoning Administrator Howard Otis, Zoning Board Members Jon Pettit, Glen Kopperud, Darrell Erickson, Jim Wasnalas (Absent: Bruce Hovland), and Accounting Officer Joyce Iverson, Community & Economic Development Associates (CEDA).  

Discussion of proposed Zoning Ordinance Amendments began and continued after the Continued Meeting was closed at 7:30 p.m. on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously, and the Public Hearing was opened regarding Amendments to Ordinance #5: Zoning and Ordinance #11: Subdivisions. Jack Hedin was present. Additional edits were made; the Public Hearing was closed and the continued meeting was reopened at 9:25 p.m. on motion by Petersen, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.
The Zoning Board recommended the amendments with modifications to Zoning Ordinance #5 Sections 300, 600, 700. 800, 1500 and Subdivision Ordinance #11 on motion by Kopperud, seconded by Erickson and carried unanimously.  The Council approved the amendments with modifications on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.
At 9:30 p.m., the Continued Meeting adjourned on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.
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
