MINUTES OF APRIL 3, 2012 – REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 

Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         
The April 3, 2012 Regular Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:00 p.m. with Council members present: Roger Ekern, Gordon Johnson; Absent: Dennis Overland, Hamilton Petersen (8:05). Also present: continuing Zoning Administrator Howard Otis, Attorney Thomas Manion, Accounting Officer Joyce Iverson, Community & Economic Development Associates (CEDA).  
AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Ekern, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously.  MINUTES for the March 20, 2012 Regular Meeting were approved as corrected on motion by Ekern, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously.  MINUTES for the March 20th Regular Meeting continuation and Public Hearing on March 27, 2012 were approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.  
CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT:  Leroy (Ike) Johnson, Jr. was present regarding a letter he received from Rushford Village about winter road maintenance and rock on Ekern Road.  He asked about the recent rock bids and commented on the quality of the rock.  Ekern said this rock is good on their road because once it sets up, it holds up well.  L. Johnson said sometimes when he has been out all day and comes home his road is still not plowed.  Mayor Schwanke said Thieret tries to vary where he starts.  L. Johnson also inquired about building a house on his property. They are looking at options now in the same quarter/quarter.  They may be selling a forty (40) acre parcel at a time to help a younger farmer get started.  Otis said going north would work as it is in another quarter/quarter.
FINANCIAL–February 29, 2012 Balance per Bank: $178,449.71; Receipts-Feb: $51,620.36; Disbursed-Feb: $56,771.88+; March 31, 2012 Balance per Bank: $130,720.37; Receipts-March: $11,509.40; Projected Final March Disbursements: $32,628.02; Projected April Claims: $51,191.72; INVESTMENT Renewals– General Fund CD’s all at Rushford State Bank: $13,358.35 on 3/30/2012; $15,098+, $15,079x2, and $9901+ on 04/07/2012.
  The Financials, including renewing the General Fund Investments for six months, were approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.  
2012 pay rates/fees: Bob and Nancy Thieret’s Blue Cross/Blue Shield individual policy premiums have increased 36% starting April 1, 2012.  About three-four years ago the Council had approved paying part of Thierets’ deductible.  Overland said BC/BS rates have increased 8-10% and and will meet with Thieret to see which plan they are in.  Schwanke said the Council could consider paying more of a higher deductible.  

Other 2012 Rates of Pay: Discussion included the summer assistant rate that is currently $8.83 per hour which would apply to the newest hire, Zachary Reusch and the annual $30.36 billing charge that reflects a $2 per month water billing fee plus $6.36 for the MN Department of Health required connection fee.  A motion was made by Ekern, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously to increase the summer assistant rate to $10 per hour and to approve all other rates and fees for 2012 (except Thierets’ insurance), including a correct explanation of the annual billing and State fee charges.
A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously to approve purchase of an HP 1100 printer at $150 from Precision Office Machines (the old HP 1100 to be kept for parts), to give Peterson the old Okidata printer to use with the Paradox billing program, to approve a $500 contribution to the R-P Community Ed summer recreation program (cost for one coach), and an ad with the  CRV R-P Kids Art poster at $69 in the Tri-County Record. Use of the CRV Community Center has been offered for the Root River Trail Towns fall event, September 22nd weekend.
ROAD / BRIDGE ISSUES: The Spring Road Tour was set for 5:30 p.m on Tuesday, May 1, 2012, before the regular Council meeting.  Thieret is looking at the run-off issues in South Rushford to be brought to the Council meeting on April 17, 2012.  Thieret estimated $1000 for steel and lumber and $100 for a simple fence for the So.Rushford Park and Shelter Improvements. A motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously to approve purchase of materials as estimated ($1100) and to advertise in the newsletter for volunteers on Saturday, May 5, 2012, 8:00 a.m. to noon, followed by a picnic lunch.  Shelter improvement to include roof, ends, under roof and new lighting.

EMERGENCY PREPAREDENESS: MN Safety Council (MNSC) Weather Radios: A motion was made by Petersen, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously to approve purchase of two radios at $42 each for CRV and to make the radios available for purchase by the public as well.  Thieret is finalizing the hookup of a portable generator at the lift station.  Council instruction will take place on May 19th after the Spring Clean-up.

SEWER / WATER ISSUES:  Mayor Schwanke has finalized the Waste Water Treatment Maintenance Policies and will send them to Rushford City Administrator Steve Sarvi for review.  A motion was made by Overland, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously to approve the CRV WWT Maintenance Policies as prepared by Mayor Schwanke.  As Schwanke suggested, a motion was made by Overland, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously to adopt the City of Rushford Phosphorus Management Plan. Education of South Rushford Water and Sewer Districts residents must then follow as, historically, the CRV-South Rushford sewage has had higher phosphorus readings that the City of Rushford.  Schwanke is looking for a simple instruction list through the U of MN and MPCA websites.  Additional information has been requested for the Well#2 PFA loan application that was submitted by March 28th. No report has been received yet on the environmental-archeological survey in process.  
ZONING – New Permits being issued: for a new home-attached garage to Steve and Peggi Redalen and a horse shed to Dick Lance.  Farmers Elevator: discussions are continuing with MNDot (2nd access on State highway) and DNR regarding fill.  The Zoning Board will meet Friday, April 6th to review the March 27th public hearing discussion about the keeping of livestock and conditional uses. Iverson had contacted Fillmore County about the State Hwy 16 Trailside Campground address which was questioned by Ace Communications.  Fillmore County said that was where the driveway was shown to be on the owner’s application for the address.  Iverson will follow up with the owners as the Council understanding was that the main entrance was from City Park Road due to MNDot restricting the Highway 16 access to emergencies only.  Public Hearing, April 11, 2012: Hedin Interim Use Permit.
ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:  Public Hearing on Enabling Resolution is April 11, 2012, with Business Subsidy Criteria and Revolving Loan Fund Guidelines.  Business Retention and Expansion (BR&E) surveys and interviews are planned in April and May; Interviewer Training is 6:30 p.m., April 18th at CRV Community Center-Meeting Room. ELECTIONS: Resolution #2012-04-02 re-establishing Precinct Boundaries & Polling Places
was approved on  motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  OTHER UPDATES/ Mtgs / Communications were shared as listed and the meeting adjourned at 9:19 p.m. on motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.
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
