MINUTES OF APRIL 11, 2012, 7:30 PM, SPECIAL MEETING for 

PUBLIC HEARINGS: AG HOUSING INTERIM USE PERMIT; 

EDA ENABLING RESOLUTION, BUSINESS SUBSIDY CRITERIA- REVOLVING LOAN FUND GUIDELINES; 

ZONING-ORD#5 and SUBDIVISIONS-ORD#11 AMENDMENTS
Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         
The April 11, 2012 Special Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:30 p.m. with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Roger Ekern, Hamilton Petersen, Gordon Johnson (9 p.m.).  Also present: continuing Zoning Administrator Howard Otis, Zoning Board Members Bruce Hovland, Jim Wasnalas (Absent: Jon Pettit, Glen Kopperud, Darrell Erickson), and Accounting Officer Joyce Iverson, Community & Economic Development Associates (CEDA).  

CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT:  Steve and Lisa Anderson, Louann Peterson Bjorlo, Mike Messenger, Jack Hedin, Dana Jokela, Ruthanne Atkinson.
At 7:31 p.m. the Special Meeting was closed on motion by Ekern, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously, and the Public Hearing was opened regarding the application by Jack Hedin for an Interim Use Permit (IUP) for Ag Worker Housing at the former Peterson farm on State Highway 30 and Airport Road.  Owners of property within 350 feet had been notified of the public hearing.  Discussion included Zoning Ordinance #5, Sections 300 and 600 in relation to the IUP application.  Other present inquired as to the type of Ag Worker Housing and number of Featherstone Farms / Fruits &Vegetables employees to be housed there.  Mayor Schwanke said the Zoning amendments were made with consideration of how this could affect other agriculture operations with employees.  Initial housing to be permitted (cabin and grainery when upgraded to meet state codes) would house two employees, both present, one being a college graduate.  Hedin’s family will also move to the farm this summer.  The housing is not planned on land surrounding the farm buildings site as that will be planted in crops.  Additional housing units will require additional permit applications and the interim use permit will be renewable subject to following the conditions of the permit(s).
At 8:15 p.m. the Public Hearing was closed and the Special Council Meeting was re-opened on motion by Ekern, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.
  Following Council and Zoning Board discussion, the Hedin-Featherstone Interim Use Permit was approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously, with the following conditions: 1) The IUP will be issued for one year, renewable after the first year review; 2) Limit the number of housing units similar to the campground limits; and, 3) Limit the number of people per unit, e.g., in the grainary.  Hedin noted that work on the grainary is being delayed by the unforeseen well repair needed (collapsed casing).
At 8:45 p.m. the Special Meeting was closed on motion by Ekern, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously, and the Public Hearing was opened regarding establishing an Economic Development Authority with an Enabling Resolution, and Business Subsidy Criteria,with Revolving Loan Fund (RLF) Guidelines for the Business Flood Recovery Loan funds being repaid to Rushford Village.  The proposed Enabling Resolution to establish Council as Economic Development Authority (EDA) was reviewed followed by review of the proposed Business Subsidy Criteria-RLF Guidelines.
At 9:25 p.m. the Public Hearing was closed and the Special Council Meeting was re-opened on motion by Overland, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.
  Following further discussion, the Enabling Resolution was approved as modified on motion by Overland, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.
 The Business Subsidy Criteria and Revolving Loan Fund Guidelines were approved as modified on motion by Petersen, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.
  
At 9:30 p.m. the Special Meeting was closed on motion by Ekern, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously, and the Public Hearing was opened for further consideration of the March 27, 2012 Zoning Ordinance #5 and Subdivision Ordinance #11 Amendments.
At 10:05 p.m. the Public Hearing was closed and the Special Council Meeting was re-opened on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.
Further discussion of the Ordinance #5 and Ordinance #11 Amendments, for publication of the table of contents as a summary of the purpose and intent, was continued until April 17, 2012 at 7:30 p.m. on motion by Petersen, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.
 
The Special meeting was adjourned at 10:10 p.m. on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.
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
