MINUTES, MAY 1, 2012, ROAD TOUR-REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 

Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         
The May 1, 2012 Regular Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:54 p.m. in the  Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Roger Ekern, Hamilton Petersen, Gordon Johnson. Also present: continuing Zoning Administrator Howard Otis, Zoning Board member Bruce Hovland, Attorney Thomas Manion, Accounting Officer Joyce Iverson, Community & Economic Development Associates (CEDA).  
The Council had conducted its Annual Spring Road Tour beginning at 5:30 p.m. with Public Works-Maintenance Director Robert Thieret.  Areas and roads viewed included: the South Rushford Park for improvements (roof, ceiling, ends, etc.) planned with volunteers on Saturday, May 5th; former Lillie Erickson (now Bauer) house to be replaced; Maynard Thompson to build on a lot next to his son’s on Whitmore; to redirect drainage from combined driveway at Ken Rislovs’ new home to the west under Sherwood Street and to remove the street culvert east of Rislovs’ under Goodrich Street; vacated Hayes Street past Gary Schicks’ (was Dick Bergs’); location of street and property lines at Yvonne McElmury’s; the corner of Meadow Avenue and Highway 16 by Wilton Bunkes’ regarding diverting it under the highway – there are two culverts but both are silted in – or tiling as an alternative; access to Oakwood Cemetery east of Andy Prinzens’ – the vacated Cliff Street is now Prinzens’ private drive; Ernie Tuff bridge for replacement with box culvert or concrete abutment and widen to twenty feet with a concrete deck; area between Farmers Elevator and Browns regarding a land exchange, additional land to be purchased from Kopperuds’, flood plain and whether original platted streets still exist in that area. 
Other ROAD / BRIDGE ISSUES: Thieret inquired about seal-coating the Magelssen Bluff road access; Adam Eide called about the name change from Konetchy Lane to Energy Lane that is preventing him from getting UPS and FED-Ex deliveries at the Konetchy home he is renting. 

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  MINUTES for the April 17, 2012 Regular Meeting were approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.  
CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT:  Amy and Kevin Feller were present regarding their desire to keep chickens on their residential property in South Rushford. Mayor Schwanke assigned the development of a Chicken Ordinance to the Zoning Board with reference to the Chatfield and Rushford ordinances. Fellers want to build a shed now which could serve as the Chicken Coop if chickens are allowed.
FINANCIAL – April 30, 2012 Balance per Bank: $102,751.82; April Receipts and Disbursements are pending final checks and balancing with the bank; Projected May Claims: $28,210.55; INVESTMENT: Rushford State Bank Sewer Repair and Replacement was renewed at $10,934.69; 2012 Thieret’s pay rate: Mayor Schwanke is still trying to get LMC website access for comparisons; Short-Term Disability increase was discussed based on wages paid to Thieret over the past three years. The financials as presented and Thieret’s Short-Term Disability weekly benefit increase from $300 to $400 (26 weeks) at a monthly fee of $18 (was $13.50) were approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Ekern and carried unanimously.  

ZONING: Otis reported on permits in process: Kevin Scattum 2600 sq. ft. home in Woodland Heights; Bauer home on Prospect Street to be rebuilt vs. remodeled due to the rotting conditions of the home; Maynard Thompson home on Whitmore Street. An application was also given to Todd Rosvold for a new home in Woodland Heights. Farmers Elevator will be asked to the May 15th Council meeting as plans are changing re: land swap, additional land, flood plain per DNR, second access per MNDOT, etc.
SEWER / WATER ISSUES: Well#2 Environmental-archeological survey report was received for a final cost of $1500; no significant issues were found. At the Mayor’s Conference in Winona, Schwanke spoke to a finance person who said that bond financing rates are competitive with PFA and suggested Mike Bubany be contacted about options other than PFA.
ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT: Business Retention and Expansion Interviewer Training took place April 18th, the letter and needs assessment form were mailed April 20th, and interviews have started. 

FEMA:  Mayor Schwanke has received no response yet on his letter to Congressman Walz about the lack of response or payment from FEMA for 2007 flood recovery costs.  Featherstone will have a dedication of their solar unit this Friday which Walz and the MN Secretary of Agriculture will attend.
OTHER UPDATES/ Mtgs / Communications: Schwanke, Johnson, and Iverson attended the April 30th SEMLM Quarterly meeting in Caledonia; Thieret and Schwanke will attend the May 3rd, 10:00 a.m. LMC Safety Group Training with area cities in Rushford; A picnic lunch will be served at noon on Saturday, after the May 5th Park improvement event, May 18th-19th is Spring Clean-up; May 23rd, 5:30 p.m. in next Tri-City meeting at CRV Hall-Community Center.

Next Regular Council Mtgs: May 15th; Zoning Brd: May 10th, 6am, Peterson.
Motion to Continue to May 5th was made at 9:34 p.m. by Petersen, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously. [Note: Joyce is on jury duty, May-July, 2012]
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
