MINUTES, OF JULY 2, 2013 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         

The July 2nd, 2013 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Hamilton Petersen, Dennis Overland, Gordon Johnson, and Todd Baker. Also, present: Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit, City Attorney Thomas Manion, Treasurer Judy Graham and City Clerk Kristina Mart.

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the June 18th, 2013 Regular Council Meeting was approved as presented on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously. 

CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: Ryan Peterson, William and Jennifer Hovell. Ryan Peterson was present regarding his concerns with his neighbors’ dogs, after they had come after his children. The Council acknowledge that there has been other complaints about the dogs barking and jumping on the fence when people walk by. The City of the Rushford Village has already sent a letter to the owners with no response. Attorney Manion advised the Council, that the next step would be to file a criminal complaint against the owners because they are being non-compliant, and these dogs may pose a threat to the public and may be considered potentially dangerous dogs. The Council will address the issue and take the necessary steps that need to be taken to get this serious situation resolved.

The Financials were approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 

Mike Bubany from David Drown Associates presented the Council with his spreadsheet projections and estimations. The Council viewed the water and sewer rates and the tax impact on the residents of the City of Rushford Village for the future purchases of new equipment or for the bonding of the road projects that need to be completed in Rushford Village this year. Furthermore, these calculations did however; take into effect the R-P school bond as well in the shown figures. The Council discussed the options and decided to move forward with a Public Hearing to propose and adopt a Street Reconstruction Plan and the intent to issue General Street Reconstruction Bonds for the road projects in the village. David Drown Associates will initiate the Street Reconstruction public hearing process. The City Council approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously to move forward with the plan and to hold a Street Reconstruction Public Hearing on Tuesday, August 6th, 2013 at 7:00 p.m. in the City of Rushford Village Community Center.

The Council received a letter from Graham Properties in regards to their discontinued contract for City Treasurer services. Judy Graham will now be hired as a direct employee for the City of Rushford Village, rather than a contracted employee under Graham Properties. The Council approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously to accept the letter of discontinued services from Graham Properties and to the hiring of Judy Graham as an employee of the City of Rushford Village. The Finance Committee will meet with Mrs. Graham to discuss her salary. 
RE: Bids for the riding lawnmower were approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously to pick and purchase one up to $7500.00. 
Furthermore, the City Council had some discussion regarding the Rental agreement for the City of Rushford Village’s Building and Grounds. The Council agreed to review the Rental Contract and Cancellation Policies before making any changes at this time. 

ZONING: Jon Pettit, Zoning Administrator reported one new permit for the demolition of the old club sixteen building near Hi-tech. Mr. Pettit, also received an inquiry from Claire Olstad in regards to the construction of a new home on his property for his daughter to live in. Mr. Pettit will follow-up with Mr. Olstad after he speaks to the county regarding the sewer.
A few other Zoning issues that are in the process of being resolved at this time include a $250.00 fine to Jeremy Williams in South Rushford for not obtaining the proper zoning / building permit. 
Furthermore, the Council discussed and agreed to send a letter to the owner of a commercial vehicle that parks on a residential street in South Rushford. The owner is in violation of three City of Rushford Village Ordinances and they will be included with this letter as well. In addition, Mr. Pettit will follow-up and meet with the Hovell’s and Redalen’s in regards to the fencing issue near their property line, in hopes of reaching an agreement between both property owners.

WATER: The Council approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously to approve the Davy Engineering Request for Winona Mechanical’s Pay Requests #4 and #5 along with the Change Order for Final Work Completed.  

SEWER: Lab Test showed some high results. CRV has also been getting a lot of I & I water in South Rushford. Bob has been checking all the sewer manholes & it appears that most of the water seems to be coming from the Goodrich St. area.

COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING MEETING: The Comprehensive Planning Committee is holding a public open house on Tuesday, July 9, at 7:00 p.m. This open house will give the public an opportunity to give their input to the Comprehensive Plan.
