MINUTES, OF AUGUST 20, 2013 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 

Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         

The August 20th, 2013 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Hamilton Petersen, Gordon Johnson, Dennis Overland and Todd Baker. Also, present: Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit, Attorney Thomas Manion, Treasurer Judy Graham, and City Clerk Kristina Mart. 

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the August 6th, 2013 Regular Council Meeting were approved as presented on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously. 

CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: Skipper Rislove, Davis Rislove, Larry Overland, Ryan Peterson, and Jon Hateli

FINANCIAL – Current August Paid Claims: $22,051.73; Projected Final August Claims: $33,237.73; Projected August 31, 2013 Now Account Balance (Est.): $352,162.85 + Receipts The Financials were approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 
INVESTMENT CD Renewals at RSB: None to report at this time.

Present to address the Council was Mr. Skipper Rislove and Mr. Davis Rislove. Both Citizens requested that the city lay down new asphalt on Ridgeview Road at least an extra one-thousand feet past the bridge to the Hanson’s driveway. The Rislove’s explained to the Council their gravel dust issues. The Council will consider this request, but first they will need to review the estimates and costs for all the roads in the original Reconstruction Plan. The City of Rushford Village’s Road Reconstruction Plan included an overlay on Ridgeview Road, which would stop just before the bridge. The Council appreciates the request and understands their concerns as well; however, these projects will not all get done this year. Some will have to wait until 2014 to be completed. The Council also suggested to the Rislove’s using pine tar on the gravel near their homes. The City of Rushford Village will reimburse up to $100.00 for that purpose. If interested Chucks Feed and Grain is place, but first citizens should contact the Village’s Public Works Director Bob Theiret, so he can prep the road first before the pine tar is applied.

Dog Issues in South Rushford
The resident in South Rushford received a criminal complaint letter, but disputed the facts. The Sheriff’s office has been contacted in regards to this situation and are investigating it. The Council discussed implementing and/or amending the Village’s Animal Control Ordinance, which would apply to all the residents whom live in the Village. If anyone is in violation of this ordinance, citizens can call and file a complaint with the Fillmore County Sheriff’s office. After, further discussion the Council agreed to accept the League of Minnesota Cities recommended language for Habitual Barking, Damage to Property, Cleaning up Litter, and Other as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Council reviewed the proposed 2014 Budget including the proposed 2014 Property Tax Levy at $360,000 that is the same amount as last year.

Technology: Councilmember Overland shared with the Council his findings for the best-priced iPads. He found refurbished iPad-2 with cloud storage software for $299.00 apiece online from Walmart. The Council agreed to the purchase of twelve iPads with cases including the Granicus Software on motion by Petersen, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously. 

ZONING: Jon Pettit, Zoning Administrator has received the following inquires: Dave Lind - Pole Shed, Jonas Sublett for an expansion to his home and garage. The following permits were received: Brian Moran took old fence down on right of way near the flower shop in South Rushford.
Mr. Pettit gave the Council some updates from the last Zoning Board Meeting. The Smith and Pruka family attended the meeting and requested a zoning permit to place a manufactured home on the Pruka homestead. The Zoning Board agreed to a permit if the Smith’s buy a manufactured home with the approved HUD sticker. 
The Council had a short discussion regarding the parking along City Park Road behind the Village Hall. Featherstone has several employees’ vehicles and commercial vehicles parked along the road. The Council will review parking space ordinances at a later time.

ROAD / BRIDGE ISSUES: The Council discussed the options for County Line Road and concluded that an engineer would best benefit the County Line Road Reconstruction Project. The Council agreed to get proposals from engineer firms who can come out and look at the road. As for the other roads Whitmore, Prospect, and West Goodrich can be widened this fall and blacktop in the spring. The Council will further discuss the projects and proposals at the next Council Meeting in September. 

The Council discussed adding on to the pre-existing rock shed. The Council approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously to add onto the already existing rock shed.

WATER: The Council approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously to pay Winona Mechanical, Inc. their final pay estimate #6 sent from Davy Engineering. 

SEWER: Flow is high again with an additional 5,000 gallons a day. Bob has been checking manholes.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT: The Council discussed the Villages opportunity to participate in Ads for the Taste of Trails in September as well as an Ad thanking our Emergency Response teams. The Council approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously for the Village to participate in both Ads.
