MINUTES, OF AUGUST 6, 2013 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING INCLUDING THE PUBLIC HEARING FOR THE PROPOSED ROAD RECONSTRUCTION PLAN, & AUGUST 13, 2013 CONTINUED ROAD TOUR

Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         

The August 6th, 2013 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Hamilton Petersen, Gordon Johnson, Dennis Overland and Todd Baker. Also, present: Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit; Public Works-Maintenance Director Robert Thieret; Attorney Thomas Manion; Treasurer Judy Graham, and City Clerk Kristina Mart. 

Public Hearing for the Proposed Street Reconstruction Plan & Intent to Issue $550,000 in General Obligation Street Reconstruction Bonds: At 7:01 p.m., the Regular Council Meeting was closed and the Public Hearing was opened on a motion by Petersen, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously. Mike Bubany of David Drown Associates facilitated the Public Hearing along with the City of Rushford Village’s Council. The public reviewed the proposed Road Reconstruction Plan and the list of the proposed roadways that need improvements. The City of Rushford Village Council took into consideration the maintenance and gravel costs of several roads in the village, and the highest maintenance road at this time is County Line Road. The City of Rushford Village is considering a Road Reconstruction Plan now instead of in the future. As for blacktop, rates keep increasing, while the bonding rates are very low. The Council proceeded to get the citizen’s opinions and input for the village’s proposed Road Reconstruction Plan. A few Rushford Village residents attended the public hearing and voiced their concerns regarding the dust issues with the gravel on County Line Road near Laura Lane. The residents requested that the village blacktop from Laura Lane to County Line Bridge instead of the proposed plan to blacktop from Highway 43 and stop at Laura Lane. The residents would see an increase in their taxes over the next fifteen years, but it’s well worth it to the residents in this case to have blacktop rather than gravel. The Road Reconstruction Plan may not go over the $550,000 proposed. Therefore, the Council will need to review the plan and switch out some of the proposed roads if they plan to go further on County Line Road to the bridge. 
At 7:40 p.m., the Public Hearing was closed and the Regular Council Meeting was re-opened on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland, and carried unanimously. After further discussion, the Council agreed to table the Road Reconstruction Plan and Resolution until after the Council could take a mini road tour as well as communicate with Dunn Blacktop with the available start date. The Council plans to adopt an Amended Plan from Mike Bubany at the next regular scheduled Council Meeting on August 20th. The Public-Works Maintenance Director Bob Thieret conveyed to the Council the Tuff Road Bridge bids as well as the quote for the new 30x60x16 rock shed from Bunke Construction for $21,149 that does not include the floor. The Council would like to see a quote for a hoop building to compare the costs as well. The Council agreed to table the rock shed plan until the next Council Meeting as well.  

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Petersen, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the July 16th, 2013 Regular Council Meeting were approved as presented on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 

CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: Mike Bubany of David Drown Associates; Village Residents: Josh Rasmussen, Troy Skalet, Jeremy Tesch, Craig Dittman, Deb & John Bruihler, Dean & Yvonne Stoa, Todd Lund, Peggy Redalen, and Ruth Cranley-Loomis. 

FINANCIAL – July 31, 2013 Now Acct. Balance: $385,400.58; Receipts-July: $35,761.11; Disbursed-July: $114,173.42; Projected August Claims: $29,894.39; Projected August 31, 2013 Now Account Balance (Est.): $355,506.19 + Receipts The Financials were approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously. 
INVESTMENT CD Renewals at RSB: Two MIF Flood Revolving Fund CD Renewals each for $50,690.93, which matures on 08-09-2013, was approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously to renew these investments for one year at 0.75 percent interest. 

Mrs. Redalen was present at the Council Meeting awaiting the Councils decision about the fence near her property line. Attorney Manion read a letter he had prepared to send to the Redalen’s and the Hovell’s regarding the fence. He stated that the structure definition according to the City of Rushford Village’s Ordinance number five, excludes a fence, which is not a structure by definition. The Council will further review the letter from Attorney Manion and then make a decision at the next Council Meeting on August 20th.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Ruth Cranley was also present and spoke to the Council regarding the drainpipe near her home in South Rushford. Ms. Cranley-Loomis is concerned with the water and deteriorating asphalt. The Council shares her concerns and plans to have Public Works Director Bob Thieret fix the drainpipe and asphalt as soon as he can.

The Council proceeded to review the Resolution for the Master Joint Powers Agreement for the Fillmore County Court Services eCharging system and approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously contingent upon the contract with the City of Rushford. 		
The Council also approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously to purchase 8 - eight foot white granite colored plastic tables for the Community Center, from Sam’s Club with an estimated total of $2,132.28 including tax and free shipping.
The Council then discussed the USTI Billing software annual maintenance fee of $515.00 and agreed to accept and keep the maintenance on the software at this time. Furthermore, the Council agreed to pay the CTAS upgrade fee of $300.00 after the City of Rushford Village receives the invoice for it. 

Technology: Mayor Schwanke and Council Member Overland met with the Administrator from the City of Chatfield and viewed their I-pads and user-friendly software, which is designed strictly for government entities. Council Member Overland has a scheduled web meeting for Thursday with a sales rep from Granicus. He will update the Council at the next regular Council Meeting.

ZONING: Jon Pettit, Zoning Administrator has received the following permit applications for a flag pole for Larry Overland, pole shed for Mike Messenger, a new home on the Olsted property off of Oian Road for Eric and Angela Shepherd, Gene Hultman, for the replacement of deck and windows, Ryan Peterson and Nicole Lance, for an eight-by-ten portable storage shed behind their house, and Bret and Joliene Kues, permit application for a new home. Zoning Administrator Pettit also received an Interim Use Permit Application from Tri-County Electric for their new 40-kilowatt solar panels, for their community solar project. The Interim Use Permit requires a Public Hearing, which was approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously for September 3rd. To conclude, Mr. Pettit received an inquiry from Jenny Smith-Pruka regarding a trailer house on Walter Pruka’s homestead. The Council agreed that the trailer must meet certain criteria and have the HUD stamp of approval. The Council further agreed to have the Smith’s and Pruka’s attend the next scheduled Zoning Board Meeting on August 15th as well.

ROAD / BRIDGE ISSUES: The Council discussed finding a helper for Bob. At this time, there may be an option for sharing a part-time maintenance worker with the City of Rushford; however, the City of Rushford Village needs a full-time helper to replace Bob in time. The more needs and services that the Village has, a full-time helper may be the way to go. The Council will further discuss the needs for a helper with Bob before moving forward. The Council would however, like to consider hiring a tree service contractor to come out and clear some of the trees on the village roads, which would help Bob as well. 
Furthermore, the Council reviewed the R & R Construction proposal of $4,900 for the widening and replacement of County Line Road Bridge, which was approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 

WATER: Davy Engineering; the remaining item is for Traut Wells to complete the concrete work around the wellhead. This will complete the well #2 project. 

SEWER: Lab tests are still showing lots of I and I in the water, coming from Goodrich Street. Bob will get a camera down there and see where it’s coming from.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT: The Council discussed the request made from the Rushford-Peterson Branding Council to provide the village with their branding presentation. The Council agreed that they would rather receive the material in electronic form to review at their own leisure.

The Council conducted a mini Road Tour Tuesday, August 13th beginning at 5:00 p.m. Those present were Mayor Schwanke, Council Members: Overland, Petersen, Johnson, and Public Works-Maintenance Director Robert Thieret, and Clerk Mart. Areas and roads reviewed and discussed were as follows:
In South Rushford: - Village Drive at this point is a good road in general with a few potholes and dips here and there. Village Drive and Aspen could use a seal coating.
-West Goodrich is a narrow street, but at this time, it is not in bad shape. 
-Meadow Avenue is not in bad shape, however it needs to be widened, and culverts need to be put in the ditch on east side of the road. 
-East Goodrich is narrow to start, but widens out. Widening is required.
-Prospect is a little narrow, but the road is not in too bad of shape.
-Whitmore Street is narrow, there is a patch of gravel that needs to be blacktopped, and a manhole cover above the street needs to be fixed as well.
-Plummer Street needs a cul-de-sac. 
In the East Side of Rushford:-North Money Creek Road looks good for now.
In North Rushford:-Nordic Court needs the grassy portion of the cul-de-sac filled in with asphalt.
-Ridgeview Road needs a two inch overlay all the way to the bridge as the road is busted and cracked in several places.
-North and South Rush Creek Roe would need two and a-half inches of asphalt on both the North and South sides. 
- County Line Road blacktopped from Highway 43 to the first bridge including a cement curb on the bridge.
 
The Council discussed options for the road reconstruction plan including widen some roads this year and overlay next year. The Council agreed that an engineer would have to assist with County Line Road. Furthermore, the Council agreed to finalize the road projects at the August 20th Council Meeting.

Motion to Adjourn the continued meeting was made at 6:58 p.m., by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.
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
