MINUTES, OF OCTOBER 1, 2013 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 

Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         

The October 1st, 2013 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Hamilton Petersen, and Gordon Johnson. Also, present: Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit, Zoning Board Member Bruce Hovland, Attorney Thomas Manion, Treasurer Judy Graham, and City Clerk Kristina Mart. Absent: Councilman Todd Baker

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the September 17th, 2013 Regular Council Meeting and September 23rd Continued Meeting were approved as presented on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 

CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: Brian Malm from Bolton & Menk, Inc.

FINANCIAL – September 30, 2013 Now Acct. Balance per Bank: $316,996.71; Receipts per Bank for September: $14,569.42; Disbursed claims for September: $38,526.47; Projected October Claims: $28,726.50; Projected October 31, 2013 Now Account Balance (Est.): $345,723.21 + Receipts 
The Financials were approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously. INVESTMENTS CD Renewals at RSB- One Non-PFA Sewer CD renewal for one year at $38,051.48, which matures on 10-03-13; One CD renewal for one year at $13,745.98, which matures on 10-04-13; Three CD renewals each for one year in the amounts of $10,074.73, $15,343.24, and another for $15,343.24, which all mature on 10-07-13.
The Council approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously to renew all further investments at this point for one year at a .75% interest rate.  

The City of Rushford Village received two Bare Land Lease Bids for the approximately three acres of land to be leased directly behind Village Hall. The two bids that were received were in the amounts of $600.00 and the other for $1,050.00. After further discussion, the Council agreed on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously to reject all bids and negotiate directly with each bidder, letters will be sent to both bidders letting them know as well. 

Goodrich Street Easements were discussed by the Council and approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously for Mr. Roger Brand to survey and provide a legal description for this easement. 
	
Technology: The Granicus Technical Call Meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, October 9th at 11:30 a.m. with Councilman Overland, Mayor Schwanke, Treasurer Graham, and Clerk Mart attending.  

ZONING - Jon Pettit, Zoning Administrator reported on one new permit: Roger Heimgartner for the re-siding and re-roofing of his pole shed. In addition, Mr. Pettit received an inquiry from the Pruka/Smith Family regarding a manufactured home, and how much land is needed for this type of home. Pettit informed the family they would need a minimum of two and a half acres for the lot and an easement for the property. 

The Fillmore County Feedlot Regulations were discussed and it was determined that the City of Rushford Village has their own feedlot regulations, that can be found in Ordinance 1400, subdivision 1406. The County permits the feedlots, but the City of Rushford Village determines the distance. The Clerk will share this information with Christina Peterson from Yaggy Colby, which pertains to the Zoning Ordinance for the City of Rushford Villages Comprehensive Plan. 
                                                                                                                   

The Council further reviewed the proposed Planning and Zoning Commission Ordinance for the City of Rushford Village, as well as the current Ordinance 1700 for Administration and Enforcement, including Subdivision 1701, the Zoning Administrators current description, and Subdivision 1704 regarding a Planning Commission. The Council agreed that the Zoning Board should also review the documents and the legal descriptions at their next scheduled Zoning Board Meeting on Thursday, October 10th, 2013.

Fencing Ordinance 1514.02 was further discussed; however, the Zoning Board will need to review the Fence Ordinance, as well as additional items that may be added this Ordinance at the next scheduled Zoning Board Meeting.

ROAD / BRIDGE ISSUES – Brian Malm from Bolton and Menk shared with the Council his recommendations and timeline for the County Line Road Engineering Project. Mr. Malm believes that the city should wait until February 2014 before the bidding process would begin. Furthermore, the City of Rushford Village may want to proceed with a Pavement Management Plan, which would provide a color coded map and survey of each road in the village on a rating scale of 0-10. The Council agreed to have Bolton and Menk put together a proposal for the Pavement Management Plan including the specs and plans for the County Line Road Project. In addition, some parts of County Line Road will need to be narrower then twenty-four feet, such as near the bridge where the road would be tapered down to twenty feet. Mr. Malm, will be returning for the next Council Meeting on October 15th, 2013 to help answer any further questions the Council may have.

The Council reviewed the projects that Maintenance and Public Works Supervisor Robert Thieret needs additional help with, at this point.
In addition, Robert Thieret is investigating a Missouri Crossing for Tuff Bridge, which he believes the Corp of Engineers should have further information about. Attorney Manion is awaiting a response back from the Department of Transportation’s Bridge office regarding a Missouri Crossing as well. The City of Rushford Village could be placed on a list for financial assistance for the repairs of the bridge; however, the village could be on this list for quite a while because it follows the greatest needs for all bridges in the state.

Well number two contractor, Mark J. Traut Wells is requesting their Final Pay Estimate Number Three for $3,380.45, which was approved to be paid on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.

Harter’s will provide the village with two thirty yard roll-offs and Dave Hundorf will be providing the village with his flatbed.
The Tri-Cities Meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, October 23rd, 6:30 p.m., CRV Community Center; Bluff Country Safety Training is scheduled for Thursday, October 24th, 1:00 p.m., in Spring Grove; Fall League of Minnesota Cities Meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, October 29th, 1:00 p.m., Zumbrota VFW. Next Council Meeting will be held on October 15th and November 6th, 2013. The Zoning Board will meet next on Thursday, October 10th, 2013.

Motion to Adjourn was made at 9:02 p.m., by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously. 
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
