MINUTES, OF APRIL 1, 2014 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING INCLUDING THE PUBLIC HEARING FOR THE PROPOSED ROAD RECONSTRUCTION PLAN

Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         

The April 1st, 2014 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Hamilton Petersen, Gordon Johnson, and Todd Baker. Also, present: Planning-Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit; Public Works-Maintenance Director Robert Thieret; City Attorney Thomas Manion; Treasurer Judy Graham, and City Clerk Kristina Mart. 

Public Hearing for the Proposed Street Reconstruction Plan & Intent to Issue no more than $1.5 million in General Obligation Street Reconstruction Bonds: At 7:02 p.m., the Regular Council Meeting was closed and the Public Hearing was opened on a motion by Petersen, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously. The public had a chance to review the proposed Ten Year Street Reconstruction Plan along with the Pavement Management Plan. Mayor Schwanke and the City Council shared their insight on the Proposed Ten Year Road Reconstruction Plan including the proposed overlay, seal coating, and reclaim improvements. Mike Bubany of David Drown Associates was present to give his insight on the tax and bonding questions for the proposed road projects. Mr. Bubany provided the residents with an outlook of the tax impact. To put it into perspective a $100,000 home valuation would see an increase of approximately $100.00 a year. A Farm with a Home would see an approximate increase of $500.00-$600.00. The Rushford Village tax rate would increase roughly 7-10%. The City of Rushford Village is considering the Road Reconstruction Plan now instead of in the future when costs will be high and the roads will be in poor condition. As for blacktop, rates keep increasing, while the bonding rates are low. Brian Malm from the engineering firm Bolton and Menk was present and shared the finer details of the Ten Year Pavement Management Plan with the residents. Mr. Malm provided that the plan is a cost effective maintenance plan on each road in the Village and if followed it would benefit the City of Rushford Village and the residents who live here. At this time, the City of Rushford Village spends $45,000 a year on crushed rock road maintenance to the Villages thirty-three miles of gravel roads.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Mayor and Council requested input and questions from the handful of citizens who were present. Those who spoke were more concerned about the dust issues on County Line Road, which is and may stay gravel. County Line Road was not on the proposed plan, but to the residents who live on County Line Road and Laura Lane all agreed it would be worth paying more in taxes to have it included. However, other concerns were heard from a resident, who owns a farm in Rushford Village; he is concerned that raising their taxes would put them out. The Mayor and Council stated they would considered all the concerns and input they have received. In addition, the Council plans to re-evaluate the dust control issue and reimbursement costs to the residents of Rushford Village. 

At 8:33 p.m., the Public Hearing was closed and the Regular Council Meeting was re-opened on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland, and carried unanimously. City Attorney Manion commented on the proposed Road Reconstruction Plan and sees no issues with the plans from a legal standpoint. After further discussion, the Council agreed to approve the affordable Ten Year Pavement Management Plan Option #2 and Resolution #2014-04-01.01 Adopting a Street Reconstruction Plan approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously. Furthermore, the Council plans to look at other roads in the future.
In addition, the Council approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 
to proceed with the proposed schedule plan option #1 and Resolution #2014-04-01.02 Ordering Improvement and Preparation of Plans and Specifications.

AGENDA was approved as presented including an addition to add Tri-County Solar Array Share Purchase on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the March 18th Regular Council Meeting were approved as presented on motion by Petersen, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously. 

CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: Mike Bubany of David Drown Associates; Village Residents: Howard Ottis, Floyd Dunn, Josh Rasmussen, Brenda Tesch, Craig Dittman, Deb & John Bruihler, Dean & Yvonne Stoa, Todd and Devon Lund, and Brian Malm from Bolton and Menk. 

FINANCIALS – The March 31, 2014 Now Acct. Balance: $ 212,413.18; Receipts-March per Bank: $ 9,660.99; Disbursed-March per Bank: $ 56,447.61; Projected Preliminary April Claims: $ 22,574.43; April 30, 2014 Now Acct Balance is estimated at $ 189,838.75 plus Receipts. The financials were approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously. 

OTHER BUSINESS:
Smaby/Lipowitz – Annexation/Detachment Update – The Peterson City Council held a special meeting to discuss the detachment issue and denied the detachment after several attempts to reach a suitable agreement between the parties. The City of Rushford Village tried to resolve this matter at a local level, but was unsuccessful. At this time, the Rushford Village Council agreed to table this issue approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously. At this point, it would be in the best interest of the City of Rushford Village to table it for now and possibly revisited it only if the petitioners bring it back.

PLANNING-ZONING: Jon Pettit, Zoning Administrator has received one inquiry from the Smith-Pruka family in regards to putting a modular home on the Pruka family farm. They plan on filling out a permit soon.
Mr. Pettit and the Council received a letter from Jack Hedin of Featherstone Farms regarding his plans for the Peterson Farm Interim Use Permit renewal. Mr. Pettit met with Jack Hedin at the Peterson Farm for their annual inspection. Pettit reported that everything cleared his inspection at that time. Mr. Hedin plans to use the Peterson Farm for the residents of four-to-five of his employees. Mr. Pettit conveyed to the Council his approval of the Interim Use Permit for Featherstone’s Peterson Farm. The Council discussed this Interim use and would like Mr. Hedin to put together a long-range plan at some point. After further discussion the Council approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously to renew the annual Featherstone Peterson Farm Interim Use Permit. 

ROAD / BRIDGE ISSUES: 2014 ROCK BIDS: Two bids were received as follows: Bruening Rock: 
$10.94/cu.yd. delivered and spread, $9.44/cu.yd. when picked up at the pile; Milestone Materials: $11.06/cu.yd. delivered and spread, $8.10/cu.yd. when picked up at the pile. 2014 Rock bids were accepted at $10.94/cu.yd. delivered and spread by Bruening, and at $8.10/cu.yd. when picked up at the pile with Milestone Materials on motion by Overland, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously.

Thieret traveled the garbage route (70-80 miles) and found 127 eligible Rushford Village residents where the Village could possibly pick-up their trash. The proposed plan would evolve all residents putting trash into plastic bags and placing them into a tote for pick-up. However, no open bags or broken bags would be accepted. Bob would then take the bags out of the totes and throw them in the dump truck where he would later dispose into another container at CRV or take them to Preston. The recyclables could be put into a container on the truck as well. Therefore, in using this plan we would not need to buy any special equipment. Harter’s would still be responsible for picking-up the trash in the subdivisions and the roads leading to the subdivisions. We are excepting to hear from Gary with Harter’s on the amount tonnage. The Council will discuss the plan further after the Village hears back from Harter’s. 
   
Public Works Director Thieret’s request to Increase Spending Amount – The Council discussed the requested increase to Thieret’s spending amount and approve on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously to increase Thieret’s spending limit to $2,000 without prior approval from the Council for normal wear and tear items. 

Skid Loader Tire Quotes – The Council reviewed the tire quotes and accepted a quote from Hi-Tech’s 12 ply tires, $190.00 per tire and mounted approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  

WATER: The water meters were read and at this time, ten meters will need to be replaced.
 
SEWER: North Star Pump will be replacing two pump impellers and wear rings on the lift station $1,640.00

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT: The Council discussed the request to join the Rushford Area Chamber of Commerce and agreed not participate at this time.
