Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         

The April 15th, 2014 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Hamilton Petersen, Gordon Johnson, and Todd Baker. Also, present: Planning-Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit; Public Works-Maintenance Director Robert Thieret; City Attorney Thomas Manion; Treasurer Judy Graham, and City Clerk Kristina Mart. 

BOARD OF APPEAL and EQUALIZATION for 2015 ASSESSMENT YEAR was conducted by the Council with County Assessor Heidi Knepper. Knepper explained and highlighted information provided in a handout. At 7:30 p.m., there being no appellants, the Board of Appeals and Equalization was closed on motion by Petersen, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously.

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the April 1st Regular Council Meeting and Proposed Road Reconstruction Plan Public Hearing were approved as presented on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 

CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: Floyd Dunn, Merle Evenson, Ike Johnson, Philip Kahoun, Todd Lund, and Paul Sorum

The citizens present voiced their opinions to the Council regarding the Road Reconstruction Plan. They highly oppose this plan and are in the process of petitioning it. They have collected twenty-two signatures thus far. The citizens are concerned about paying higher taxes for something they do not use, and others were concerned about the tax increase in general. Mayor Schwanke advised the citizens that the City of Rushford Village does have a budget for road maintenance; however, it will not cover the increased costs for the road projects in this plan. Mayor Schwanke reviewed and explained to the citizens the petition process. He also informed them that the Road Reconstruction Plan would be over if a petition is filed and it could not be reviewed again for another twelve months. Furthermore, Mayor Schwanke advised the citizens present that the City of Rushford Village is only trying to maintain the roads in the area or they will be lost. The citizens present had heard some conflicting information from other citizens regarding the proposed Road Reconstruction Plan, as most of the residents present did not attend the Road Reconstruction Public Hearing on April 1st. The Council stressed to those present that the Public Hearings are held, so those in the community have a chance to get the information and review the plans, as well as have their questions and concerns addressed, that’s why it is so important for the residents of Rushford Village to come to the Rushford Village Public Hearings.  
In addition, a citizen had a safety concern on Aspen Road. The Council will tour Aspen Road during their May Road Tour and see if anything can be done. 

FINANCIALS – The projected final April claims are estimated at $24,365.88; the projected April 30, 2014 Now Acct Balance is estimated at $ 188,047.30 plus Receipts. 
There was one General Fund Investment CD Renewal at Rushford State Bank in the amount of $15,458.55 which matured on April 7th, 2014 with an interest rate at 0.6% for 12 months.
The Financials and Investments were approved on motion by Petersen, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously. 

PLANNING-ZONING: Jon Pettit, Zoning Administrator has received the following permits: Roger Knutson-garden shed, Todd Bram for a privacy fence, Jeff Jackson fence around garden, Jonas Sublett- flag pole, and Jordy Graham roof over deck on his shed. 

ROAD / BRIDGE ISSUES: The Annual Road Tour is scheduled for Tuesday, May 20 at 5:30 p.m. Public Works Supervisor Thieret reported reoccurring electrical and steering issues with the big Freightliner truck. The Council suggested that the Clerk review the old specifications and bids then Robert Thieret can add any additional specs for a new truck.
SPRING CLEAN-UP RATES: The Council reviewed the clean-up rates and quotes for dumpsters. The Council would like to invite the residents of the City of Peterson to join us in our Annual Spring Cleanup. The Clerk will send a letter to the City of Peterson and Peterson’s Mayor Jennifer Wood.

Also, present: Planning-Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit; City Attorney Thomas Manion; Treasurer Judy Graham, and City Clerk Kristina Mart. Absent: Council members Hamilton Petersen, and Todd Baker.

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously.  

CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: Floyd Dunn, and Mike Machutt.

Floyd Dunn was present before the Council to inquire about his Silo debris. Mr. Dunn would like to use the small pieces as fill on his minimum maintenance road. The plan is to bury it and go over them with his tractor. The Council agreed to allow Mr. Dunn to use the debris for that propose.

The Financials and Investments were approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously. 

RESIGNATION OF MAYOR: Mayor Dale Schwanke gave the Council his resignation letter with a thirty-day notice. Mr. Schwanke will be moving out of the area and no longer can be the City of Rushford Village’s Mayor. There will be further discussion at a later time.

AGRICULTURAL BUSINESS PROJECTS: Mayor Schwanke informed the Council that an Agricultural business has contacted the Village in regards to possibly expanding their business in the area. 
In addition, Mayor Schwanke conveyed to the Council that there is a crop spraying business moving out to the Airport. The business will be located on the Airport property, but still is in the City of Rushford Village’s jurisdiction. 

PLANNING-ZONING: Jon Pettit, Zoning Administrator has received the following permits: Terry Blagsvedt re-roof, Jenny & Todd Smith’s modular home, Floyd Dunn demolition for silo, Stuart Hoel for concrete driveway. In addition, Mr. Pettit had received two inquires one from a real estate agent inquiring about Tonya Rislove’s property and status of the property. The other inquiry was from Floyd Dunn in regards to placing a mobile home on his property. The home would need to be HUD approved with a HUD number, on a cement slab with tie downs. They had a mobile home on the property before with a septic system installed in 1990. Pettit told Mr. Dunn that the septic would have to be inspected by Fillmore County before moving further and obtaining a permit.
  
ROAD / BRIDGE ISSUES: The Council reviewed the specifications for a new truck. The Council would like to obtain newer specifications from other cities or state truck specs before requesting bids. 
The proposed road reconstruction plan petition is clearly legit; now the Council will regroup and re-evaluate the village’s road issues at the next several Council Meetings and Road Tour.   

WATER: Hydrant Flushing will be done the week of May 19th-23rd. In addition, ten water meters will need to be replaced in South Rushford. 

SPRING CLEANUP DUMPSTER RATES: The Council reviewed the quotes for dumpsters and approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously to proceed with Matejka of Winona for our spring cleanup dumpsters and cleanup rates will stay the same for now.

SUCCESSION PLAN: The Council discussed their plans for the Interim Mayor and open Council seats. The Council agreed that if someone is interested in the Council seat, they will need to bring a letter of interest and then may be appointed by the Council. 

2014 SWIMMING POOL REIMBURSEMENT: The Council agreed to reimburse $40.00 again this year to the residents of Rushford Village for the Rushford swimming pool passes approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously. 

SIGN RETROEFLECTIVITY AND MAINTENANCE POLICY: The Council adopted and approved the new sign retro-reflectivity and maintenance policy on motion by Overland, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously. 

ROAD/BRIDGE PROJECTS: The Council reviewed the Public Works Department’s summer 2014 Project List. The Council wants the projects to be revised and prioritized for discussion at the next Council Meeting.
In addition, there are several projects that need to be completed this year such as widening and finishing Meadow Avenue in South Rushford, seal coating a few roads, Tuff Bridge project, and dealing with the issues to the road on Cooperative Way before the warranty ends in September 2015. The Council discussed some ideas to fix the dip on Aspen Road as well. During the scheduled road tour on May 20th the Council will review these projects with Brian Malm from Bolton and Menk, and then at that time can prioritize the projects and have a more suitable plan to complete them. 

OTHER CAPITAL PROJECTS FOR 2014: The Council reviewed other projects that were budgeted for the year 2014. At this time, the Council agreed to wait until next year to build a new rock shed. 

CAPITAL EQUIPMENT REPLACEMENT ITEMS: The Council discussed equipment replacement items and agreed that the big truck will need to be replaced this year. The bids will be sent out to the companies on the list and published in the newspaper. In addition, the Council agreed that the Village will need a new ditch mower at this time there is $13,500 in the budget for weed control equipment.

MINUTES, OF MAY 20, 2014 ROAD TOUR 5:30 PM

The Annual Road Tour began at 5:40 p.m. with a tour of Cooperative Way. Brian Malm from Bolton and Menk was present on the Road Tour to give the Council some input on the projects. 

Cooperative Way – The Mayor, Council, along with Robert Thieret, and Brian Malm examined the cracks and fractures to the seven inches of cement along Cooperative Way. Fifteen panels were replaced previously. Brian Malm suggested that we firm up the apron with 10 feet of material near the cement plant driveway. He will walk the road, review the video and/or photos as well and come up with a plan.

Tuff Bridge – This Bridge is on the County List to be replaced/repaired. The water goes over the bridge because it plugs up on one corner. Brian Malm suggested that the village uses 3-4 culverts and widen the mouth coming in and going out. He will evaluate this project and then determine what would be the most economical and cost effective plan.

Aspen Road – The group viewed the tree trimming Bob and Evan have completed along Aspen Road. The group stop on Aspen Road to examine the dip in the road and sink hole along Aspen. Brian Malm suggested that the Village could try straighten the road at the top on both sides or fill it in; however, that would take a lot of fill to fix it. 

Oian Road – Mr. Thieret had found a low spot in the road during the spring, but it heaves up in the winter. Bob Thieret plans to dig up, build it up and fill it back in. 

Seal Coatings – Suggested seal coatings to Woodland Hills and Bruihler Addition to preserve the roads before we lose them.

The May 20th, 2014 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Dale Schwanke at 7:15 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Hamilton Petersen, Gordon Johnson, and Todd Baker. Also, present: Planning-Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit; Public Works-Maintenance Director Robert Thieret; Treasurer Judy Graham, and City Clerk Kristina Mart. Absent: City Attorney Thomas Manion.

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  

CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: Floyd Dunn, and Brian Malm from Bolton and Menk.

FINANCIALS –  Projected Final May Claims: $ 25,336.15 ; Projected May 31, 2014 NOW Acct Balance (Est): 
$_172,106.42  + Receipts  The Financials were approved on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously. 

Floyd Dunn was present before the Council to discuss his plans to place a manufactured home on his family farm. Mr. Dunn was presented at the last Planning and Zoning Meeting to discuss his plans as well. Planning and Zoning Administrator Pettit conveyed to the Council that Mr. Dunn has been advised that he must meet all the requirements of the Ordinance including all HUD requirements. Mr. Dunn plans to place the manufactured home on his residents sometime next year. The Council advised Mr. Dunn that he may need a parcel of record. To obtain that, Mr. Dunn’s family may need to purchase at least five acres to put the manufactured home on, at that time it would then become a parcel of record. In this case, there would be an end date which at this time is unknown, therefore no other family member may live in the manufactured home after, unless it’s a second parcel. Planning and Zoning Administrator Pettit conveyed to Mr. Dunn and the Council that he can proceed with obtaining a permit when they are ready to do so next year.
In addition, Mr. Pettit reported on two inquires he has received from realtors pertaining to the Landstrom property. This property is considered to be non-compliant being almost half the size it should be. Pettit will discuss this issue with City Attorney Manion to find a possible solution.

ROAD TOUR DISCUSSION: The Council requested some recommendations from Brian Malm from Bolton and Menk. Mr. Malm plans to bring his preliminary recommendations to the next City Council Meeting on June 3, 2014. The Council advised Mr. Malm that they would like to first review his recommendations for the Tuff Bridge Project to help the city established a cost. Second, get the Cooperative Way recommendations for repairs. Third, evaluate and bring his recommendations for the pavement management list. The Council will have a discussion later in regards to the sink hole and dip on Aspen.

PUBLIC WORKS PROJECT LIST: The Council reviewed the revised project list. The Council suggested moving brush cutting to bottom of list, add more time for Tuff Lane, and culverts will need to get done. The Council will review the changes and re-evaluate at the next Council Meeting. In addition, the Council suggests that when the water meters are found broken fix them right away. Also, they would like to see the walnut trees moved from the park area over to the east further. 

OTHER BUSINESS: The Spring Cleanup grossed $755.00. This is before dumpster fees, employee paid time, and other costs. The Clerk will have the final net amount after receiving all the invoices for the costs. 
Furthermore, the Council reviewed the Clerk’s Contract which stated that the Clerk would receive a $1,000 sign-on bonus after graduating in the spring 2014. After reviewing this agreement the Council approved to pay the $1,000 bonus to the Clerk on motion by Johnson, seconded by Petersen and carried unanimously.  

FINAL RUSHFORD VILLAGE 2013 AUDIT: The Council reviewed the final 2013 Audit prepared by Engelson and Associates and accepted the Audit as presented on motion by Petersen, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously.
