The December 16, 2014 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland, and Todd Baker. Also, present: Planning-Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit; Public Works-Maintenance Director Robert Thieret; City Attorney Thomas Manion; City Clerk Kristina Mart and Treasurer Judy Graham. Absent: Councilmembers Hamilton Petersen, and Chad Rasmussen. 

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the December 2nd, 2014 Regular Council Meeting was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously.

FINANCIALS – The Projected Final December Claims are at $ 35,069.27. The December 31, 2014 Now Account Balance is estimated at $ 79,869.27 + Receipts.

INVESTMENT CD Renewals at RSB:  Two Equipment Fund CD Renewals, one for $15,262.47 and one for $11,952.05; One Water Fund CD Renewal for $20,349.97, One Office Technology CD Renewal for $20,349.97, One Major Roads CD Renewal for $76,312.33, and One Building Investment Fund CD Renewal for $111,924.74, which all mature on 12/19/2014.

OTHER BUSINESS: 
Oath of Office and Certificates of Election – Mayor Gordon Johnson received his Certificate of Election and took the Oath of Office. Councilmembers Petersen and Rasmussen will take their Oath of Office when they attend the next Council Meeting.
Certify Estimated Final Unpaid Bills to Fillmore County Auditor – The Certified Final Unpaid Bills to the Fillmore County Auditor is estimated at $4,401.74, minus any payments received until December 22nd approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously.
Review 2014-2015 Goals for the City of Rushford Village – The City Council reviewed the 2014 accomplished goals and the goals to reach for 2015.
January 2015 Quarterly Newsletter Additions – The first quarterly newsletter for the year 2015 will include the 2014 Summary Budget, 2015 Goals, Snowplowing Policy, Frozen Water Pipes Policy, and some tips for homeowners regarding cold weather and frozen pipes.
Kwik Trip Data Tracker Gas Card – The Council discussed the option of obtaining gas cards through Kwik Trip for fuel purchases only. The Gas Cards can be used at Kwik Trip and Kwik Star Stores throughout Wisconsin, Minnesota, and Iowa, which includes three cents off per gallon of fuel. The Kwik Trip Data Tracker Card will help manage and track fuel purchases. The reports can be found online along with other monthly Driver Transaction Reports, that includes the dates, times, locations, number of gallons, mileage, type of fuel and price per gallon for each card’s transactions. The Council approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously to proceed and get two Kwik Trip Data Tracker Gas Cards, one for each truck.
2015 Taste of the Trail Request for Cross-Promotion & Support for “Paint the Town Gold” – The City Council reviewed the request to help promote and support “Paint the Town Gold” in conjunction with the Taste of the Trail in September 2015. City Clerk Mart will contact Jennifer Hengel with R-P Valley Chamber to clarify what support is needed and have the information available to the Council at the Council Meeting January 20th.
2015 Tourism Advertising Contribution Request – The City Council discussed the $500.00 contribution request for Rushford Peterson Valley tourism advertising. The Council tabled the item for now. 

7:30 PM – 2015 FINAL LEVY AND BUDGET MEETING: The Council reviewed the proposed Final 2015 Levy and Budget. The Council agreed that an increase was needed in 2015 due to the 20% (twenty percent) drop in LGA funding and the increased costs for trash/sanitation pick-up, approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously to set the Final Levy at $375,000 for 2015. In addition, no Rushford Village residents were in attendance at the meeting.

PLANNING-ZONING: Planning-Zoning Administrator Pettit had one permit to report for Rachel Ukkestad’s Pull shed. In addition, Mr. Pettit along with Planning/Zoning Commissioner Iverson reviewed with the Council the Final Proposed Amendments to Ordinance No. 5, Subsections 1800-2700. A Public Hearing was set for Tuesday, February 17th, 2015 approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously.

BACKHOE TIRE QUOTES: The Council reviewed the tire quotes from Hanson and Brown’s Tire for two new back tires for the backhoe, after review the Council approved on motion by Baker, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously to accept the $1,611.40 tire quote from Brown’s Tire.

STEEL-TOE BOOTS PURCHASE: The Council approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously for the city purchase of new steel-toe boots for the new Public Works/Maintenance Supervisor.
