MINUTES, OF OCTOBER 20, 2015 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

[bookmark: _GoBack]The October 20, 2015 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland, and Todd Baker. Also, present: Planning-Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit; Public Works Maintenance Supervisor Travis Scheck; Treasurer Judy Graham and City Clerk Kristina Mart. Absent: Councilor Chad Rasmussen and City Attorney Thomas Manion.

AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the October 6, 2015 Regular Council Meeting was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously. 
 
CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: None to report.

FINANCIALS – The Projected Final October Claims are now at $115,174.57 with an October 31, 2015 Now Acct Balance estimated at $55,635.54 + Receipts:
  
INVESTMENT CD Renewals at RSB: None to report at this time. Treasurer Graham noted that she plans to sell some of our CD savings for the Tuff Lane Bridge Project.

The Financials and Investments were approved on motion by Baker, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously. 

ROAD / BRIDGE / BUILDINGS / SEWER / WATER: 
Public Works-Maintenance Supervisor Scheck gave the Council an update on the Cooperative Way joint sealing project as it has be completed, which he believes that they did a good job. However, Bolton & Menk believes that some of the cracks were not filled enough, so Concrete Foundations will be coming back to put more fill in some of the joints. 
Other updates and issues: McCarthy Well Company completed their annual sewer and water checks, all tested good. The water tower maintenance is proposed for completion in 2016. In addition, Scheck spoke with Jim Edgar from the Department of Natural Resources. Mr. Edgar requested two loads of two-inch rock be spread on the new DNR road “Crib Lane”. The rock must be billed to the Department of Natural Resources in the exact amount by the City of Rushford Village in order for them to make payment for the rock. 

PLANNING / ZONING: Planning-Zoning Administrator Pettit had reported on the following new permit. Richard Smith’s permit for a deck and doors.
CRV & FCO Camping Ordinance for Cabins: Mr. Pettit spoke with the Council in regards to Harold Naber’s proposed campground cabins. Mr. Naber would like the City of Rushford Village to work towards the Fillmore County Ordinance for cabins. The Council advised Mr. Pettit that these structures may hold tax value, but the cabins must also meet all the requirements of the campground. Mr. Pettit will talk with the Fillmore County Assessor’s Office to clarify some value issues before the next Planning and Zoning Commission Meeting in November.

OTHER BUSINESS: 
Cancellation of Partition Fence Action Resolution Meeting: The landowners have now come to an agreement; therefore, the meeting has been cancelled. City Attorney Manion received the letter, and will forward the original to the clerk.


Update on Open Council Seats Interests: Two individuals are interested in the Open Council Seat thus far. A decision could be made after next week’s final open Council Seat publication in the Tri-County Record. The Council has the option of recommending others for the Open Council Seat as well.
