AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously.  
MINUTES of the December 15, 2015 Regular Council Meeting were approved as presented on motion by Baker, seconded by Johnson and carried unanimously.

APPOINTMENTS / DESIGNATIONS: Dennis Overland was nominated by Smith, seconded by Baker and appointed unanimously as Acting Mayor. Judy Graham was nominated by Overland, seconded by Smith and appointed unanimously. In addition, Councilor Overland made a motion, seconded by Smith and carried unanimously to hold off on the appointment of the Acting Treasurer.
REGULAR COUNCIL MEETINGS will continue the first and third Tuesdays of the Month at 7:00pm; Special Meetings will be posted and/or published, including adjustments for Holidays; the next Annual Meeting will be Tuesday, January 3, 2017, approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Smith and carried unanimously.

2016 COMMITTEES were approved as in 2015 on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously as follows: Finance Committee Gordon Johnson, Dennis Overland, Kristina Mart, and Judy Graham; Health Officers: Gordon Johnson, Dennis Overland, Ambulance Director, and Fire Chief; Board of Health: Winona Health, Dr. Gary Marcoux, DDS, and Dr. Tom Taggert, DVM; Board of Appeal and Equalization: Todd Baker; Assistant Weed Inspector: Chad Rasmussen; Data Practices Authority: Clerk, Kristina Mart; Employee Contact: Mayor Gordon Johnson will work with Clerk Mart, Travis Scheck, and other employees as well as the Planning/Zoning Commission. Individual Sewage Treatment Systems and Feedlot Permits continue to go through Fillmore County Inspector Mike Frauenkron.

2016 CONTRACTS were approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Smith and carried unanimously as follows: Insurance Butch Johnson Agency with the League of Minnesota Cities Insurance Trust (LMCIT) for Property Casualty, Worker’s Compensation coverage, including a $50,000 Clerk Bond; City Attorney: Thomas Manion, Lanesboro, MN at $100/hour with a $250 maximum per meeting; City Auditor: Engelson and Associates 2015 GAAP Audit at approximately $6,200.00. The League of MN Cities Insurance Trust Liability Waiver was accepted and approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Smith and carried unanimously. 
2016 CONTRACTS ($50,000 Performance Bonds Required) the following additional contracts were approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Smith and carried unanimously as follows: Robert Brand, Animal Control at $375 a quarter. Bob Thieret, Retainer Fee at $100.00 a month for on-call Sewer and Water Issues.
PLANNING / ZONING: No new permits to report, with very little activity. The following below was recommended from the Planning and Zoning Administrator and approved on motion by Baker, seconded by Smith and carried unanimously as follows: Re-Appointment of Commission Members (2 yr Term): Commission Members Bruce Hovland and Mike Ebner (to 12/31/18) Continuing: Commission Members Glen Kopperud and Joyce Iverson for another two year term (to 12/31/17), and to continue meetings at 6:00 a.m. at the CRV Office on the Thursday before the second Council Meeting. The Council will review the 2016 Zoning and Permit Fees, after the Planning and Zoning Commission reviews the final 2015 permits and other receipts.
MEMBERSHIP / SUPPORT for 2016 as in 2015 was approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously as follows: League of MN Cities, Mayors Association, SE MN League of Municipalities (SEMLM), MN Rural Water, MN Clerk & Finance Officers (MCFOA).
FINANCIALS – The Financials including the Report of Outstanding Indebtedness as of January 1, 2016 were both tabled until the next Council Meeting when all the final 2015 numbers are in.
