ROAD/BRIDGE/WATER/SEWER 
2016 Road Improvement Projects: Josh Pope, Engineer from Bolton and Menk was present before Council with the proposed schedule for the 2016 Pavement Management Projects. After discussion, the Council approved the Ordering Resolution #2015-01-19 Improvements and Preparation of Plans and Specifications approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Smith and carried unanimously.  Next, the engineers with Bolton and Menk will prepare the plans and specifications for presentation at the March 15th City Council Meeting which at that time the city can move forward to advertise for project bids. Public input would be more than welcome at this meeting. In south Rushford, utilities are being located in order to prepare for any widening that may occur. In addition, the surveyor crews will start surveying on the 25th.
Other Road/Bridge/Sewer/Water Issues or Updates: Public Works/Maintenance Supervisor Travis Scheck conveyed to the Council that he had to replace a truck cylinder and plans to take the old one and rebuild it to use as a spare for the future. In addition, Mr. Scheck questioned the Council if Public Works/Maintenance Assistant Hamilton Petersen could have the same cell phone reimbursement of $30.00 a month. The Council approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously for Hamilton Petersen to receive the same cell phone reimbursement as the other employees.  

FILLMORE COUNTY JOURNAL COMMUNITY PROGRESS EDITION AD: The Council reviewed the request to participate again this year in the Community Progress Edition Ad in the Fillmore County Journal. The 2x3 full-color ad for $121.00 was approved on motion by Smith, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously.    

PLANNING / ZONING - Pettit: New Permits /inquiries/updates. Planning and Zoning Commission Administrator Pettit reported on one new permit written for Robert Brand’s land alterations for improving and grading existing hill road on his forty-three acres along Highway 30. He had no inquires to report at this time.   
Planning / Zoning Commission - Meeting Rate Increase Request: Commission Administrator Pettit requested an increase of $30.00 per Planning and Zoning Commission Meeting instead of the current $10.00 an hour as it has been for several years. The Council further discussed this request and approved the $30.00 per meeting and $10.00 an hour thereafter on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously. 

PAY EQUITY: The Pay Equity report is due before January 31st, 2016. Clerk Mart was advised by Councilor Overland and Mayor Johnson to complete the reports with the job points listed as City Clerk 228, Public Works-Maintenance Supervisor 242, and Public Works-Maintenance Assistant 136. 

PAY RATES: The following were approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Smith and carried unanimously. Public Works-Maintenance Supervisor Travis Scheck at $19.38 hourly plus an additional ($1.00 an hour increase for obtaining water license March 2016); 48 hrs vacation & 96 hrs personal time (40 hrs vacation carry over to May 1st, 2016); 
Public Works-Maintenance Assistant Hamilton Petersen at $16.32 hourly plus an additional ($2.00 an hour increase for obtaining water and wastewater license in 2016) 40 hrs vacation & 96 hrs personal time (40 hrs vacation carry over to May 1st, 2016); 
Treasurer Judy Graham wages at $20.40 hourly and $40.00 per Meeting with no benefits.
The Council approved on motion by Baker, seconded by Overland and carried unanimously to approve Clerk Mart’s wage increase from $16.00 an hour to $18.00 an hour with retro-pay back to December 15th, 2015. 
Clerk Kristina Mart at $18.36 hourly plus 56 hrs vacation & 96 hrs personal time (40 hrs vacation carry over to May 1st, 2016)
The above wages all include a two-percent living cost adjustment increase that began on January 1st, 2016 approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Smith and carried unanimously.
