CALL TO ORDER by Jon Pettit at 6:00 a.m.    
Members Present: Planning/Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit, Joyce Iverson, Glen Kopperud, Bruce Hovland and Mike Ebner. Others Present: Mayor Gordon Johnson and City Clerk Kristina Mart.

The Minutes from the January 14, 2016 Planning-Zoning Commission Meeting were approved as presented on motion by Hovland, seconded by Ebner and carried unanimously.
CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: None to report. 
New Permits: None to report at this time.
Permit Status / Projects in Process / Inquiries: Proposed Development Grimsrud Property: The Planning and Zoning Commission had a discussion regarding the proposed development of the Grimsrud property. Mayor Gordon Johnson met with the City of Rushford’s Mayor Hallum and City Administrator Sarvi to discuss the Grimsrud’s 90 acres. The Grimsrud’s contacted the City of Rushford as well as some developers and have been plotting a detachment from the City of Rushford Village to utilize the City of Rushford’s water and sewer services. Grimsrud would like to sell their property since the easement is open and they will now have street access. Mayor Johnson suggested that the Commission think about a joint development with sewer and water services provided. Planning and Zoning Administrator Pettit conveyed to the commission the Grimsrud’s 90 acres, which is not all buildable would present a problem for the Grimsrud’s as the City of Rushford Village’s Ordinance is concerned with density. Therefore, the City of Rushford Village’s Subdivision Ordinance would give them a limited number of lots. The Commission’s consensus is to meet with the Grimsrud’s and possibly the Palecek’s to have a discussion on their plans.   
Other Issues/Concerns: Featherstone Commercial Property: The Commission had a short discussion regarding Featherstone’s Commercial Property and no conditions were made at the time. 

Flood Plain Issues: Commissioner Kopperud questioned if the City of Rushford Village could provide residents with information on flood certifications to get their homes out of the flood zones as they are on the revised flood maps. Planning and Zoning Administrator Pettit conveyed that the City of Rushford Village’s revised Flood Plain Maps will not be finalized until all area dikes, etc. are certified.
