MINUTES, OF FEBRUARY 16, 2016 REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 

Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag         
The February 16, 2016 Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gordon Johnson at 7:00 p.m. in the Rushford Village Council Chambers with Council members present: Dennis Overland, Todd Baker, Chad Rasmussen and Richard Smith. AGENDA was approved as presented with the addition to add for discussion item: Committee for Employee Reviews on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously.  

MINUTES of the January 19th, 2016 Council Meeting, was approved as presented on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously.  The February 2nd Council Meeting was not held due to inclement weather.
 
CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: None to report.

OTHER BUSINESS:
Appoint a Review Committee for Employee Reviews: Councilor Overland led the discussion, which was also approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously to appoint Mayor Gordon Johnson and Councilor Richard Smith for the Employee Review Committee. They will be providing reviews to all city employees sometime in March.
Appoint an Acting Treasurer: This item was tabled by Overland for discussion at a later time.

R-P Community Education Summer Recreation Program Donation Request of $500.00 was approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Rasmussen and carried unanimously.

Elected Officials Disaster Training: The training is scheduled for Wednesday, March 9th, 2016 from 2-5 p.m. at the Houston County Government Center in Caledonia. 

Annual Clerks MCFOA Conference: The conference is scheduled for March 15th – March 18th, 2016. The Council approved Clerk Mart to attend on motion by Overland, seconded by Smith and carried unanimously. 

Caucus Night: The March 1st City Council Meeting will not take place due to the State Caucuses, but it will continue for the March 9th Elected Officials Disaster Training in Caledonia. 

PLANNING / ZONING - Pettit: New Permits /inquiries/updates. Planning and Zoning Commission Administrator Pettit had no new permits to report. However, he had one inquiry from Duane Koenen. 
Featherstone Farms Commercial Property: Mayor Johnson conveyed and shared with the Council Featherstone Farms parking plan request letter to be sent to owner Jack Hedin. He has requested that Jack Hedin, owner of Featherstone Farms put together a parking plan and share it with the Council at a near-future Council Meeting. The letter will be sent and include the City of Rushford Village Ordinance No. 5, Subsection 1506 on Commercial Parking. Mr. Hedin will have ten days to respond to the letter and bring forth a date to discuss his plans.

ROAD/BRIDGE/WATER/SEWER:
Wastewater License Exam: The Exam is scheduled for March 2nd-3rd, 2016 in St. Cloud. In addition, the Waterworks Operator School is scheduled for March 9th-11th, 2016 in Rochester both Public Works Employees plan to attend, therefore both the exam and operator school was approved on motion by Rasmussen, seconded by Smith and carried unanimously.
 
Other Road/Bridge/Sewer/Water Issues or Updates: Public Works/Maintenance Supervisor Travis Scheck conveyed to the Council that he had to replace a truck cylinder and plans to take the old one and rebuild it to use as a spare for the future. In addition, Mr. Scheck questioned the Council if Public Works/Maintenance Assistant Hamilton Petersen could have the same cell phone reimbursement of $30.00 a month. The Council approved on motion by Overland, seconded by Baker and carried unanimously for Hamilton Petersen to receive the same cell phone reimbursement as the other employees.
