AGENDA was approved as presented on motion by Hovland, seconded by Kopperud and carried unanimously. 
The Minutes from the February 11th, 2016 Planning-Zoning Commission Meeting were approved as presented on motion by Hovland, seconded by Kopperud and carried unanimously.
CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: None to report.

Permit Status / Projects in Process / Inquiries: 
Development: Grimsrud Property Status: The Planning and Zoning Commission had a discussion regarding the Grimsrud Property. Mayor Gordon Johnson, Councilor Dennis Overland, Planning and Zoning Administrator Jon Pettit and Planning and Zoning Commissioner Mike Ebner met with Dan & Mary Jo Grimsrud. Mayor Johnson conveyed to the other members of the board that the Grimsrud’s would like this to be a Village project or a joint project with the City of Rushford. They would like us to do something collectively. Mayor Johnson stated that he, Councilor Overland, Commissioner Hovland and Planning and Zoning Administrator Pettit plan to meet with the City of Rushford and the Grimsrud’s this evening to discuss the opportunity to collaborate and work together with one another or the City of Rushford Village may need to move forward on our own. 
Featherstone Peterson Farm - Annual Interim Use Renewal: Planning and Zoning Administrator Pettit met with Jack Hedin at the Peterson Farm. There has not been any changes since last year’s Interim Use Renewal, and the living quarters are the same. Mr. Hedin plans to attend the next Council Meeting which at that time the Council can approve his Interim Use Renewal. Mr. Pettit advised Mr. Hedin that in the future, if he plans to add or expand the Peterson Farm he will need to bring a plan to a Council Meeting at that point.
Other Issues/Concerns: 

Starzak Property: Mr. Pettit received an inquiry from an appraiser who was not sure how to appraise the property in question. This property could have a potential building site or possibly two potential building sites. Mr. Pettit conveyed that he will need to measure the property to see if it meets the City of Rushford Village’s criteria. However, Mayor Johnson believes if Tom’s (neighboring property) is similar, it would also be considered a buildable lot.
Norman’s Electric Driveway/Home: Commissioner Kopperud questioned if a family member were to purchase the home located on the business property would they have access to the home from the businesses driveway or have access towards Browns and straight to the west. The consensus was to allow the new driveway access from the west. In addition, the Commission did not see any issues with selling the home separate from the business as the utilities for the home are separate from the shop.

The Council will also review the Summary Resolution at their March 15th Council Meeting. This Resolution will be attached to both Ordinance 11 and 17 as recorded.
