CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: Hamilton Petersen, Mary Miner, Josh Pope, Jon Rye, Kristen Oian, Pat Bailey MDH, Donna Rasmussen SWCD.

Graham reported the Final April Claims at $34,747.81, April receipts $13,601.84, Now Acct Balance at $ 44,540.32 with outstanding checks at $24,677.36 and estimated May expense to be $30,749.65, while holding Bolton & Menk payment of $61,023.00 and Dunn Blacktop of $7,287.81 retainage fee, therefore we need to sell $57,424.12 CD. The financial report was accepted with a payment to Bolton & Menk of $27,419.50.                                  								       Motion by Rasmuasen, seconed by Smith, Carried.
Pettit continued on recent permits issued, one pending upon payment of overdue utilities and shut off fee, access to a 17 acre parcel on 43 south, the progress of DOT culvert on 16 east, directions given to Hwy 30 owner to request an address from Fillmore County for emergency reasons even though there is no residence, and the reduction of a permit because the project has been reduced. In the discussion of the Tuff bridge release from Generation X and Pope’s agreement a 		   Motion was made by Overland, 2nd by Rasumssen.  Carried  Johnson stated the official resignation of Zoning Board member Joyce Iverson and asked if anyone had a new possibility to please contact him.  

The Council Meeting was closed to open the Wellhead Protection Plan Part II at 7:30 pm.  										      Motion by Overland, second by Rasmussen. Carried. Bailey of MN Dept of Health began with explaining the reason for the protected area for the well.  Their study of this area and CRV zoning control as well as working with DNR will insure a potable drinking water supply at a reasonable cost for many years to come. Bailey did have one question, what plan does CRV have, should both wells go down at the same time?  CRV will have to establish a plan of action for this possibility. Motion by Overland to close the hearing, 2nd by Smith. Carried.  Motion by Smith to continue todays Council meeting, 2nd by Rasmussen.  Carried. 

At this time, Pope shared the DNR visit to Benson LN Bridge that Scheck and Petersen also attended.  Not much hope for help from the DNR and they would like to see a real bridge at this crossing. Fillmore County had no easy answer for this situation either.  Pope then reviewed the bid opening for the road projects and the reduced total. McHugh Excavating & Plumbing, Inc produced the low bid of $654,897.30 total.  After some discussion including fix it now or have additional expense in 5 years, the Council motioned to accept the Total Project  on a          Motion by Smith, 2nd by Overland.  Carried. Pope will contact Mike Bubany to come to the May 17th meeting with a bonding schedule and notify McHugh as to the extent of the approval.
