Graham reported expenses of $26,543.25 paid out in May, while holding Bolton & Menk payment of $61,023.00 (2016 Road Project preparation) and Dunn Blacktop of $7,287.81 retainage fee (incomplete). Pettit reported on permits to O’Hare for a leantoo for utility shed, Engvalson and Welch for a deck and Benson for re-shingling of garage.
There was discussion regarding vacancy on Zoning Board.  Motion was made to appoint Hamilton Petersen to that position.

Scheck reported a beacon was installed on the bobcat to allow it to be used for roadway ditches.

Josh Pope, Engineer for Bolton & Menk, reported on changes to the 2016 road project.  Extensive discussion took place on the Goodrich/Whitmore drainage area.  A motion was made for a change order of the contract not to exceed $15,000.00.

Nordic Court:  Josh Pope discussed taking out the grass circle and paving the whole area to make it easier for larger vehicles to navigate and maintenance.  There was a motion made to remove the grass circle and pave the whole area.

Benson Lane:  Josh Pope reported that the DNR will allow the repair and will not require a new bridge.  The repair would consist of pulling back the concrete, finding the under-wash problem, fill that back in, and finish with new concrete and rip rap above the repairs.  Josh Pope will follow up with the DNR and get a cost analysis.

Tuff Bridge:  Upon recommendation from Josh Pope it was determined that the guardrail on Tuff Bridge will remain as it is now due to the angle of the bridge and safety concerns.  

Aspen:  Upon recommendation from Josh Pope the bridge repair will consist of cleaning and painting the rebar.

 
Grimsrud Way: Members from the City of Rushford Village and City of Rushford are going to meet to discuss.

Farmers Elevator driveway.  Gordon Elliott was present from Farmer’s Elevator.   Farmers Elevator will move the light pole to the side of the driveway.  Discussion followed to add another light to the other side of the driveway. The cost of this would be shared by CRV and Farmer’s Elevator.  Also discussed was changing the all the bridge lights to LED.  The price of the LED lights will determine when and if the lights will be changed to LED.  Expenses will be shared when estimates have been received.   A motion was made to move the existing light and add another light so there would be a light on each side of the Farmer’s Elevator driveway.
