CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT: None to report. 
New Permits: #1189 Casey Ingvalson, deck; #1190 Brad Welch, deck; #1191 Phillip Kahoun, shed.  Permits 1179-1188 were issued in March thru May during non-meeting months.
Permit Status / Projects in Process / Inquiries: 
Norman’s Electric Driveway/Home: Commissioner Kopperud questioned if a family member were to purchase the home located on the business property would they have access to the home from the businesses driveway or have access towards Browns and straight to the west. The consensus was to allow the new driveway access from the west. In addition, the Commission did not see any issues with selling the home separate from the business as the utilities for the home are separate from the shop.  As of July 2016 there would be a seperate water ($3,023.00 and $125.00 for a meter and reader) and sewer ($6,748.00) connection fee for the house hook-ups.  The property lines and set backs were discussed.  Glen will get a drawing done to show how they would like to split the property and present it to the Zoning Board.

Andrew Olness Property:  An inquiry has been made regarding putting a modular home on the same site as the current house. There was discussion of what may have to be done regarding the current house to allow for a new house to be built.  The current house does not have plumbing or running water so it does not meet the CRV definition of a home and according to the CRV ordinances the house it too large to be a cabin.  The family was told they would need to get a sewer permit from Fillmore County.  They have not applied for a permit from CRV.

Robert Forsythe Silo:  There was discussion regarding changes to the top of the silo.
Other Issues/Concerns: 

A South Rushford resident inquired about the ordinances pertaining to firearms in the CRV.  The Zoning Board has referred this to the CRV Council and it will be part of the regular Council meeting on June 21, 2016.

At the regular council meeting on June 7, 2016 a motion was made by Richard Smith and 2nd by Todd Baker to appoint Hamilton Petersen to the Zoning Board.
