CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT:  Josh Pope, Gary Harter, Jeff  Holmquist,Bonnie Prinsen, Rose Ann Laumb, Matt Rodenburg and Kirsten Zoellner

Bonnie Prinsen and Rose Ann Laumb spoke in support of Root River Yoga continuing at CRV.
John Peterson and Donn Ramsey addressed the Council regarding the minimum maintenance road on Tower Ridge that they feel needs grading and rock. This has been put off since last fall and now there is a 300-400 foot trench in center of road. Scheck was told to make it drivable.  CRV along with the DNR did apply some rock in 2015.  Donn also expressed concerns about the way the grading was done on Oian Road.  Because of the way it was graded in both directions the last heavy rain left water in the road which was held back by the rock.  Scheck will look into this.

Zoning:  Permits issued to Theresa Hornby for deck, and Ethan Simonson for deck and wall.  The little house on Hayes was sold and the lumber outside is from packing that may be used for a deck at some point which they will get a permit for.  Bob Holien will be tearing down a shed.  NES is starting work on the bridge light poles that will be on either side of the Farmers Elev. Driveway on Highway 16.  

Tiny House Ordinance/Temporary Family Health Care Dwelling:  May 12, 2016, Governor Dayton signed into law the creation and regulation of temporary family health care dwellings.  This allows for a second structure on the same lot/parcel that would be used to house those providing healthcare for the person in the main house.  It could be issued for a 6 month period and could be renewed if needed.  An Ordinance must be in place by September 1, 2016 or the State Stat. 462.3593 would have to be followed.  Attorney Manion stated it would be best to “opt out” and have our own ordinance in place by September 1, 2016.  The Zoning Board will meet August 11, 2016 to discuss this ordinance and bring their determination to the CRV Council at the August 16, 2016 regular meeting.  A Public Hearing will be held on August 23, 2016 at 7:30 at the CRV office for the public to attend. This will be published in the Tri County Record and Fillmore County Journal. 2016 Roads Project: Pope stated they had reviewed the 1st Contractors pay request from McHugh and recommends payment of $40,251.98 be made to McHugh.  This represents about 6% of the work that will be done. .Motion was made to make this payment.

Harters was awarded the trash bids as it was determined that Harters has the best rate overall.  Over the years there have not been many complaints regarding Harters service.  If for any reason Harters is not able to pick up trash on the designated day (weather, breakdowns, etc.) they would inform the CRV office.  Motion to accept the Harters bid. Root River Yoga:  The agreement between former Clerk Mart and Root River Yoga was that there would be a probationary $50.00 per quarter charge.  After advisement from Attorney Manion and Council discussion it was determined that RRY has had that probationary period.  Root River Yoga is a for profit business which means they are to be charged the same rate as anyone else renting the CRV Hall.  It is not legal for a City to make donations therefore CRV needs to charge the same to everyone for the hall rental.

The hp printer stopped working.  The sharp copier needs to have $250.00 worth of maintenance.  It was determined that a new printer/fax/copier/scanner should be purchased.  Precision Office Machines will be contacted.  Update:  A new printer/fax/copier/scanner and toner was purchased for $964.00 from Precision Office Machines.

Scheck presented the cost for a weed sprayer at $3725.00 from Demco Manufacturing.  By purchasing we would save money by not having to hire someone else to do this and the improvements it would make would be very noticeable.  In order to purchase this year a CD would have to be sold.  Scheck will get the cost of chemicals and present that to the Council at the August 16th meeting.
