Because a zoning permit was not obtained prior to the start of the project a late fee of $250.00 will be charged. 2016 Roads Project: Ridgeview Road:  A culvert was exposed during the road resurfacing by the Cemetery.  This culvert will be unplugged and CRV will be supplying a 12 inch culvert extension to accommodate the new shoulder width.
Whitmore:  The DOT did OK the widening of the intersection of Whitmore and HWY 43. CRV will be supplying an 18 inch culvert extension. 
Nordic Court:  Ingvalson shared her concerns by email with Josh Pope regarding concerns of water runoff and drainage since paving over the grass area of the cul-de-sac between her property and the Overland property.  Josh Pope has been addressing these concerns.
Ekren Road:  Scheck and Petersen have been cleaning ditches and culverts on Ekren Road to allow for better water runoff.  They have been using a rock bucket rented from Feldmeier for $20.00 per day to pull the rock out of the ditches.  An estimate of 30 yards of rock has been pulled out of the ditches and put back on the road.  
Tower Ridge:  Scheck reported the low maintenance road has been fixed.  Overland shared  Dr.John  Peterson is happy with the repairs and appreciated they had been done so quickly.

Other:	
Scheck presented the chemical costs at $40.00-$100.00 per gallon.  The estimate for a Demco weed sprayer from Hammel Equipment is for $3725.00.  After discussion it was determined it would be beneficial to spray roadways this year.  Money that had been set aside to spray road ditches this year has not been used and will be used to purchase the sprayer. The possibility of a MIF loan from CRV to AcenTek for the Broadband project was discussed.    At the AcenTek presentation it was stated only those residents in CRV and the surrounding area, excluding the City of Rushford, that are in the 864 exchange would be able to get fiber-optics at this time.  Those residents in the 875 exchange should be included in the next round of grants.  The Council feels a loan would be a good idea as it would help gain points which are used to determine who would get this grant and it would also show that CRV really wants this brought to the City.  Due to there being two different exchanges (864/875) within CRV the Council felt the City would need to step up again when the 875 exchange was being done.  Further discussion will take place when more information has been received from DEED.  The closing date for this grant application is October 3, 2016.




Other: 
County Line Road:  There is hole/washout on County Line that goes down a long way.  Scheck and Petersen are going to dump large rocks to see if that will help but they feel that it may be too deep and other options may need to be looked at.  Putting gabion baskets there was discussed.

Temporary Family Dwelling Ordinance:  Attorney Manion shared that reason the State of Minnesota proposed this was to allow a person needing medical or mental care to be able live in a dwelling on the same property as the caregiver.  The Zoning board has recommended that CRV opt out of this.
