Planning/Zoning:    
· Pettit shared that he has made phone calls to a residence in South Rushford regarding work being done on a property without a permit  and in the Kjos development regarding a trench that is being dug and what it might be for but has not received a return calls so there is nothing to report at this time.
· The situation on Ridgeview has been resolved.  Permits have been obtained and late fees paid.

Roads/Water/Sewer:  
· The official substantial completion date for the 2016 road project is September 17, 2016.  Due to additions to the project and weather delays that date could be extended by a couple of days.  Pope has made McHugh aware if project is not completed on time there will be liquidated damages of $850.00 per day until the project is complete.  Pope feels it is still possible for McHugh to complete the project on time but they would need to show up on site more often than they have been.  McHugh has until October 1, 2016 for final completion of the project. Knutson has been contracted by McHugh to do the concrete work.
· The Council let Pope know how much they appreciate that he comes to the council meetings with updates
· Scheck shared the washout on County Line Road has been filled with riprap resulting in about a 2 1/2 foot extension of the shoulder.
· Scheck shared there has been a problem with personal hygiene wipes clogging the pumps at the pumping station.  This will be included in the 4th quarter newsletter.
· The sprayer has been mounted in the small truck and some spraying has been done.

Other:
· Motion made to accept the proposed budget of $425,000.00 for 2017.  This is the same amount that was budgeted for 2016. Resolution #2016-09-06			Motion by Rasmussen, 2nd by Smith, Carried
· There was discussion regarding the replacement of heavy equipment schedule
· There are no updates regarding the AcenTek fiber-optic grant





· Jen Hengle from the RP Valley Chamber presented information regarding a community bike program grant for $3,000.00 that is available to each of the 8 Trail Towns in Fillmore County and Houston.  It was discussed that CRV could donate their share of the bikes to Rushford Library Board and they would be in charge of all the lending and upkeep of the bikes.  Signage should include that CRV donated bikes to the project.  The Fillmore County Public Health Nurse will be applying for this grant and the grant application is due by October 1, 2016. The bikes would be available next spring for anyone 18 years of age and older to rent.  A decision on this was tabled until the September 20th meeting to allow time for Council members to research this proposal.

· Jen Hengle asked for a $40.00 donation to help cover the cost of a newspaper ad in the Fillmore County Journal for Taste of the Trail promoting  Rushford, Rushford Village and Houston on September 24, 2016.  Motion was made to donate $40.00 for this ad in the Fillmore County Journal.

· The advertising budget does need to be looked at and a policy put in place to determine what CRV will be supporting through advertising

· Rasmussen and Smith have completed and received certificates for the Local Board of Appeal and Equalization on-line training.  Baker had previously completed this training.

Mayor Johnson, Council Members Baker, Overland, Smith, Rasmussen and City Clerk Miner attended the Rushford Fire Department Mill Rate Meeting that was called to order at 6:30 by Fire Chief Paul Corcoran.  
Fire Chief Paul Corcoran facilitated the meeting as we reviewed the Township Annual Report including the Fire-Rescue Runs, the Chief’s Year in Review along with the Fire Departments CD’s and Savings Accounts, Capital Projects and other funds for the year 2015. Plans for the new pumper truck were looked at.  Motion was made by Dennis Overland and 2nd by Keith Brown to pay $150,000.00 down on the new pumper truck by the Townships and City of Rushford Village.  The 97 pumper truck will be going up for sale later this year.  In 2017, each volunteer will need new gear to replace the gear that is at its 10-year lifetime limit.  Grants are being applied for by the Fire Department to help with the cover of this cost.  No new contracts this year so the rate for 2017 will remain at $17,066.00. The next Mill Rate Meeting has been tentatively set for August 17, 2017. The business meeting of the Mill Rate Board adjourned with a motion from Wayne Meyer and 2nd by Gordon Johnson at 7:10 p.m. The City Council of Rushford Village Motioned to adjourn our continued meeting at 7:11 p.m. on motion by Overland, 2nd Baker, carried.
