Hedin was asked to draw up detailed plans showing his plans for the Peterson Farm and bring them back to the Zoning Board for review. He will fill out a zoning permit application for what he wants to get started on right away.  Hedin’s main concern about the Interm Use Permit is that it is renewable every year.  Hedin would like to have the language clearly stated what guidelines he needs to follow to keep the Interm Use Permit in force.  Hedin will write up what language he would like to see the Interm Use Permit to include and bring it to the Zoning Board/Council for review.   Hedin inquired about what he would have to do if he wanted to ask for a modest reduction of rent pertaining to the property he rents from CRV.  
Grimsrud Way:  Johnson went to the meeting Rushford had regarding Grimsrud Way.  Johnson shared with the Zoning Board what was discussed at that meeting, lot size, lot cost, water, sewer, road and infrastructure.  The Rushford meeting information regarding Grimsrud Way was reported in the September 15, 2016 edition of the Tri-County Paper.
