Planning/Zoning:    
· Pettit shared that Jack Hedin had attended the Zoning Board meeting on September 15, 2016 and had presented them with a letter stating concerns he has with the Interim Use Permit and making improvements to buildings on the Peterson Farm at 41016 Tower Ridge Road @ Hwy 30.  Hedin was told on 9/15/2016 that he would need to fill out zoning applications for the work he would like to do to the buildings.  Hedin was told he could write up a draft with the language he would like the Interim Use  Permit to include.  Hedin had also mentioned at the 9/15/2016 Zoning Meeting that he would like to propose a slight decrease in land rent that he pays to CRV for the 3 acres he rents.  Hedin was told at the September 15, 2016 meeting to submit what he would suggest the rent to be decreased to along with what language he would like to see to be included in the Interim Use permit to the Council for review by the Council and Attorney Manion.
· Dairy Land Power has inquired about getting a permit to construct a tower on the bluff behind the star  but no permit has been obtained.
· Resident at 44855 Goodrich St had inquired about a permit for his driveway but a permit has not been obtained
· Resident at 44730 Prospect St has asked if CRV was going to replace his driveway culvert. This is a private driveway and not a road the is being worked on this year so the culvert will not be replaced.
· Pettit sent a letter, fee schedule and permit application on 9/16/2016 to the land owners of 30374 Whitmore St regarding work that has been done to the property without obtaining a permit.  

Roads/Water/Sewer:  
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Pope updated the Council on the situation with McHugh.  McHugh asked for an extension to October 25, 2016 but McHugh did not provide any justification for that.  Until Pope receives from McHugh what their justifications are and he has time to review them he will not commit to any date for the extension. Council does not feel that the extension should go to October 25th due to the fact that McHugh was not working on days the weather was good and there were only 2 change orders and McHugh did not state they would need additional days to complete these changes.  Liquidated damages of $850.00 per day will start accumulating from the date Pope sets as the substancial completion date.
· Council members shared with Pope frustrations they have had residents come to them with.  Pope understands the frustrations and welcomes any resident to contact him with concerns.  Smith asked that Pope contact Fowlers regarding their driveway.
· Motion was made to make payment #2 of $279,870.27 to McHugh for portion of project that has already been completed.						Motion by Overland, 2nd by Smith, Carried
· The policy for snow plowing and road grading was discussed.  There have been problems in the past with plowing of driveways for those that are not full time residents.  The current pay rate of $75.00 per hour is not enough for man and machine.  Liability is another issue that needs to be reviewed.  It is not the intent of CRV to compete with those that plow snow as a business.  CRV will have a list of contractors who plow snow to give to those residents who call for plowing services. In the case of emergencies CRV will be available to help as needed.  Rocking driveways of private residents may still be done at the discretion of the maintenance department. This will be discussed again when pay rates are set.
