Planning/Zoning:    
· New Zoning Permits:  Ken Rislov-Black Top Driveway, Troy Skalet-Blacktop Driveway, Scott Rislove-Widen Driveway, Chad Rasmussen-Demo Flood Damage
· Some residents in South Rushford experienced flooding in their homes from the 9/21/16 flooding
· Culvert by Curts Place was discussed-State Highway Department may be working on this
· The State Highway Department has been working on the area of Highway 16 near the Cemetery installing culverts to help prevent future washing 
· It was recommended that the Zoning Board look into writing an ordinance regarding farm labor housing for all farming operations.  This will be on the October 13th Zoning Board agenda
· Hedin has not presented the Council with his recommendations for the language he would like to include in the Intern Use Permit. 
· Hedin stated at the 9/15/2016 Zoning Board meeting that he would like a reduction in the rent he pays to CRV for lease of 3 acres behind the CRV Community Hall.  The original rental came about when Hedin was having a hard time finding suitable land to rent after the flood in 2007.  At the present time it appears that Hedin is no longer in that same situation and is subleasing some of the land that he does have. The Council decided that they would not take a reduction in rent for those 3 acres.  Rental for these 3 acres for 2017 will be at the current rate of $350.00 per acre.  If Hedin does not wish to pay $350.00 per acre for 2017 there would be a mutual agreement to terminate the contract.  It would be the responsibility of Hedin to reseed the 3 acres back into grass at which time they would once again become a part of the CRV park.
Motion was made for the lease will automatically renew for 2017 at the rate of $350.00 per acre or mutually terminate the 2017 lease with Hedin.

Roads/Water/Sewer:  
· Pope updated the Council with good news.  All the roads involved in the 2016 road project have been paved.  Next week all the restoration should be completed along the 2016 road project streets. 
·  McHugh had asked for an extension to October 25, 2016 but McHugh did not provide any justification for the extension.  From the date this request was received by Bolton & Menk, McHugh had 15 days to provide documentation that would support the need for the extension.  No documentation was received by 10/4/2016, which is the 15 days, therefore the liquidated damages of $850.00 per day would revert back to September 17, 2016 unless Bolton and Menk would allow them an extension of a few days for delays caused by weather if McHugh presents them with documentation supporting their request.  
· Concerns of 2 residents on Plummer Street were discussed.  One concern was regarding the removal of a culvert and the other was relating to a curb that was not put in when Plummer was blacktopped.  The hope of the Council is that when everything is finished both residents will be satisfied with the results.  Pope will follow up with both residents and report back to the Council
· Due to the recent heavy rains the main storm drain pump burned out and a new one was purchased at the cost of $1,200.00 to replace it, this does not include the electrical work.  A waterproof junction box was installed in the pit so the pumps do not need to have to be special ordered with an extra long cord.  Installing a relay was also discussed which would make it possible to share the work load between the 2 pumps.
· The lift station pump had to be pulled to replace the pump ring.  Personal wipes have been plugging the lift station equipment which will result in the need to install a catch basket. The 4 or 5 floats will need to be replaced at the price of $75.00 each.
· Motion was made to pay off the sewer loan.  Final payment is $4,476.09.   Graham and Miner will contact Zacher to see what the future plans regarding sewer updates and report back to the Council.

· Scheck with get together with Rasmussen to look at what needs to be done to install new LED lights on the plow truck
· Due to recent heavy rainfall a FEMA application was submitted to Fillmore County.  CRV had multiple issues with mud slides and wash outs along roadways, road rock washing away, water over the Missouri Crossing for an extended period of time on Benson Lane as well as the drain pump burning out and lift station issues.  A motion was made to submit an amount of $203,736.00 for damages. 			  								Motion by Rasmussen, 2nd by Smith. Carried
 
Other:
· After discussion is was decided that CRV would not take part in the Mayor’s Monarch Pledge.  CRV will make a formal request through the CRV newsletter of its citizens to improve Monarch Butterfly habitat in the City.
· Council feels that Attorney Manion has done a great job.  Motion was made to increase the rate for Attorney Thomas Manion from $100.00 to $130.00 per hour.

· A citizen on Highway 30 reported they found florescent light bulbs, batteries, Styrofoam, and clothing items had washed down a ravine onto their property after the heavy rains on September 21, 2016.  They were also concerned about the culvert that goes under highway 30, she was told to call the State Highway Department.  The Council appreciated being informed of this.
· Council made a motion to approve the addition of elections judges Cathy Bakkum and Karen Thompson.

· Election Judge Margaret Schueler called the office on 9/30/2016 to resign her position as a judge due to health issues.
