MINUTES of October 4, 2016 Regular Council Meeting were approved as read.

CITIZENS / OTHERS PRESENT:  Ken Rislov, Donna Fowler, Kirsten Zoellner
· 2 residents were present with concerns about the 2016 road project.  The first resident had concerns regarding the steepness of the slope and shared they are no longer able to mow with a riding mower, a cracked driveway and water runoff.  She was told that the slope would be addressed and if there was nothing that could be done so it could be mowed with a riding mower an alternative may be to place a material, like gravel, along the road so it would not require mowing.  The cracked corner of the driveway will be fixed but it may not be done until spring.  It is the opinion of the Engineer the water runoff shouldn’t be any worse but should better than it was before the road project.  Johnson asked that the resident give it some time to see if there is an issue that is worse than what it was before the project.  If the water runoff issue is worse that it was before the road project it will be addressed and corrected.  Johnson assured her that it would not be just swept under a rug and forgotten.
The second resident had concerns regarding materials used to reclaim his yard along the road.  He stated that there are large chunks of broken up sod and large rocks.  Rasmussen stated that he had looked at the product and agreed it was not acceptable.  The resident was assured that this would be fixed but the Council could not promise it would be done this fall.
Financial Report: October Expenses through 10/15/2016 -$301,347.06/ Estimated October expenses $122,878.53.

· Graham reported on the water and sewer funds.  Well #1 loan was aquired in 2012 and matures in 2032 for $305,000.00 at 1.49% interest. Payments this year are principal $14,000.00 and interest $1968.46. 
· The sewer construction loan was paid off October of 2016 resulting in the $14.00 charge to be discontinued at the end of December 2016.  The loan that is on the sewer now is from the upgrade that was taken out 3/28/2011 and will mature 8/20/2030 for $1,396,704.33 because CRV and Rushford took out the loan together they got a good interest rate of  01.077%.  CRV pays Rushford 9.39% (CRV part of the plant that is usable) of the total loan every year.  The CRV share for this year is principal $1,190.30 and interest $6,854.70 which amounts to $77.35 per year per sewer hookup.  This amount stays about the same for the duration of the load.  Graham suggested that there be a $7.00 upgrade fee charged for each sewer hookup starting January 2017 to help offset future upgrade costs to the sewer system that is shared with Rushford.  
· A number of manholes will need to be sealed this year.  Those manholes that are now lower due to the road project will need to be watched.
· The General Fund is in the red by $19,500.00.  There will be other monies coming into the General Fund but those funds will need to get the General Fund to June of 2017.  The main reason for this shortage is due to overspending last year for the repairs to Tuff Lane.  Another reason for the extra expenses this year has been the weather which has caused need for addition hours of maintenance. The budget will remain at $425,000.00.  The estimated expenses for 2017 $455,000.00 with receipts of $459,000.00.  LGA has decreased to $19,304.00.
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Planning/Zoning:    
· New Zoning Permits:  Ruth Loomis lean addition to hay shed, Racheal Ukkested reroof garage, Nicole Lance and Ryan Peterson cement patio pad, Jeff Bellock roof repair
· Pettit reported to the Council that the Zoning Board had met on 10/13/2016 and discussed the need for a new ordinance regarding farm labor housing.  It was determined the ordinances CRV have in place along with State of Minnesota and OSHA guidelines pertaining to all Farm Labor Housing that is provided to a farm laborer as part of their salary are adequate   therefore a new ordinance does not need to be written at this time.  
· The Featherstone Intern Use Permit will continue as is.
· Johnson reported that the location of a communication tower discussed at the September 20, 2016 Council Meeting will not be placed on the east hill with the star but instead will be replacing the tower that now exists on Tower Ridge.  Pettit has not been approached by anyone regarding this.
Roads/Water/Sewer:  
· Scheck reported that there are roads the still need some work and they are working on them.  It has been a difficult year for road maintenance due to an excess amount of rain.
· Scheck brought to the attention of the Council as of 11/1/2016 the maintenance department hours normally cut back to 32 hours per week for Scheck and 25-32 for Petersen.  With all the work that remains to be done Scheck asked if starting 11/1/2016 they should start the reduced hours.  After discussion it was decided that repairs should be done now and not wait until spring.  A motions was made to continue the 40 hour for Scheck and 35-40 hour for Petersen work week past 11/1/2016 until the weather no longer allows for road repairs. 			Motion by Overland, 2nd by Baker. Carried
· Motion was made to approve the 3rd and final payment of $7,287.81 to Dunn Blacktop for the 2015 project.							Motion by Overland, 2nd by Baker. Carried
· Motion was made to approve the 3rd pay application to McHugh for $236,297.89 which includes the liquidated damages from 9/18/16-9/26/16 amounting to $7650.00.  This check will not be sent until the 4 signed copies of the pay application are received from McHugh.
Motion by Overland, 2nd by Baker. Carried
· Scheck will remove a tree branch on Goodrich
· Scheck attended the FEMA meeting in Preston on 10/12/2016.  Scheck and Hamilton will document needed repairs and the cost or estimated cost of those repairs so they can be turned into FEMA for possible reimbursement to CRV.
· Johnson reported the patches that were completed on Cooperative Way Road in 2015 are holding up well but some of the aprons next to those patches are starting to have issues and will need to be addressed next spring.
· The Council was presented with copies of the 2017 budget to review.
